Daffodils Easiest Bulbs
For Amateurs Grow

the rosin, mix all together and set

with small attention. Many types
multiply until they crowd, 'when
they should be lifted, divided and
replanted over a larger area.

They are the first “major” flow-
ers to blossom in the spring, soon|
after winter's frost has left the
ground. The large trumpet va-
rietles rise two feet high, with
flowers six inches across, when
well grown. But in color range
they are limited to white and yel-
low, except for the red and orange
cups, or trumpets of a few varie-
ties,

Breeders have long sought to pro-
duce “pink daffodils,” and a few
varieties have been introduced
which have trumpets faintly suf-
fused with pink when grown in
greenhouses, or in shady places out-
doors. But this color fades quick-
ly in the sun.

Daffodils thrive in woods. where
they can be naturalized and grow
with little attention. They like to
nestle at the feet of shrubs, or un-
der trees, where they blossom be-
fore the leaves come out In loca-
tions which then are in the sun, but
later will be shaded. They are
seldom lifted oftener than once in
three years. But never plant them
where their foliage will be cut off
before it turns yellow, which tndi-
cates that a new bulb has been
formed and has matured.

The poeticus types are favored
for woodland planting in combir .-
tion with the native %luebell or
mertensia, the wood phlox. phlox
divaricata. and the white wood Iily,
trillum ghandiflorum. In the gar-
den they are in season with the
early tulips and the dwarf irises and
smaller spring bulbs.

Some of them are delightfully

fragrant and are prized for this
feature as well as thelr beauty. The
narcissus family offers the first
long-stemmed cutting material of
spring. They are ideal cut flowers,
as is shown by the quantities of daf-
fodils forced and sold by florists
each winter, . The trumpet varie-
ties are easily grown as house
plants, provided only that the at.
mosphere is not too dry, in which
case buds often blast.

The sooner daffodils are planted
in the fall, the better; it gives them
more time to make roots and be
come established in the new loca-
tion “efore the freeze-up. They
need this time, because they blos.
som so early in the spring, they
have little time to grow then, after
the ground thaws out.

Make Soap at

Housewives 'vho find soap hard
to get these days might do as they
did in the plomecr days—make it
themselves. The only catch, of
course, would he that some of the
materials needced are hard to get,
what with strikes in chemnical plants
and the prevailing scarcity of fats
and oils.

The commwnest soap in the old
days was soft soap, made by heating
potach lye obtainou by bleaching it
from wcod ashos with - the grease
which accumulated in large quan-
tities in ploncer kitchens And this
soft soap cculd be made into hard
s0ap quite neatly by the addition
of salt. But the pioneers had other
recipes for toilet and other soaps,
some of which were coiliected and
puklished by Dr. A. W Chase cf
Ann Arbor, Michigan, whose book,
which would tell you how to make
anything from iheumatism cures
to cider without apples, ran through
many editions frcm 18¢ on to the
cnd of the list centwy.

Dr. Chace d2ys you oan make 100
pounds of good soap for $1.30. AL
though some of tnc prices he cites
would need revising today, one
vught to be able to make up the
recipe for $2.50 ii the materlals
are obtainable and the 10-gallon
container does not have to be bought
for the occasion.
