ands gathered to hear him that “af-
ter 40 years of experimentation with
the truth of non-violenc:” he had
wmceeded in collecting his rorces for
the attainment of independence. “If
at this stage the youth leigue re-
sorts to violence all .my efforts will
be wasted,” Gandhi cried. He plead-
td for support of the six thousand
delegates gathered' here in the 4¢Sth
mtional convention' of the all-In-
dia congress. His grip, he felt, was
slipping, due to . growing opposit-
fon among the younger radical ele-
ments whom he had in the past in-
spired,

As Gandhi pleaded, in Cawnpore
and in the troubled Tharrawaddy
district near Rangoon, far to the
east in Burma, violence against the
rule of the British and ruthless
butchery in communia) uprisings tore
at the tranquility which Gandhi
sought to preserve.

Gandhi, demanding an audience.
Jawerhalal, Nehru Congress leader,
prevented them from reaching him,
but conferred with them for hours.
The “red shirt” finally departed,
shouting “who killed Rhagat Singh?”
Gandhi.”

Rhagat Singh was one of the three
men executed at Lahore earlier this
week. The young radicals have seiz-
ed on this as evidence of Gandhi’s
allegedly falling power to intercede
successfully with the British auth-
orities. Gandhi said their execution
had nothing to do with the truce
which was agreed upon between him
and Lord Irwin recently. This truce
i{s being attacked by young congres-
es, growing more bold daily. Gand-
hi rejterated his declaration today
in an interview, that if the Congress
during this convention failed to rat-
ity the Gandhi-Irwin accord, he
would retire and go into seclusion
until they rallied onee more to his
support and needed his leadership
toward independence.

PARIS, March 26—France’s new
gold policy began to show signs of
easing international monetary rela-
tions today, when the Bank of France
announced that its gold reserves
during the past week had increased
only 8,031,867 francs (approximately
$321,274). The increase was the small
est in six months and brought
France's gold reserves to a total of
56,102,881,810 francs, or about $2,244,-
115,272, At the same time the propor
tion of outstanding paperroseto the
highest level in history at 65.40 per
cent of the preserves. 3
With this gold stored away in iis
underground vaults the Bank of
France has been active in promoting
French loans to Roumania, Yugosla-
via, Greece and Poland. France has
just granted a loan of $40,000,000 to
Roumania, while a new loan to Yugo
slavia was granted early in the year.

OTTAWA, Ont, March 26-—Parlia-
ment will rise for the Easter recess
on Wednesday April 1, and will re-
assemble on Monday Apri] 13, accord
ing to a motion sponsored by the
Prime Minister, which was passed in
the House of Commons today, The
interim supply bill will not be intro-
duced until after the Easter adjourn-
ment, Tomorrow the Prime Minister
wil table supplementary estimates
for the current fiscal year. These will
take care of unforseen expenditures
incurred since the last session "of
Parliament.

Explaining the lengthy recess to
the House, the Prime Minister said
that the new Governor General, the
Earl of Bessborough would sail for
Canada tomorrow, and. was expected
at Halifax, N. S, on the following
Saturday, April 4, reaching Ottawa
the succeeding Tuesday. A number
of Cabinet Ministers would be pro-
ceeding to the Nova Scotian Capital
to welcome His Excellency.

Not for a goodly number of years
have ice conditions in the Strait been
50 severe as this season, according
to railway advices, and the absence
of board ice this year have made
these conditions even worse.

Taking almost twenty-four nours
for a round trip, the Car Ferry bat-
tled the ice from Thursday morn-
ing at 1.15, when she left Tormentine
to dock at Borden at 645 a, m. She
left Borden on return at 1.13 p. m.
yesterday and docked at Tormentine
at 12.07 this morning.

After cleaning fires and coaling
the Ferry will leave Tormentine this
morning on return to Borden.
