No statement can be made at
pre ent about the result of the op-
eration, but some of the men have
not returned to their base.”

OTTAWA, Feb. 16 —(CP) —Val-
idity of the New Brunswick tobacco
tax will be argued before the Su-
preme Court of Camada this week
in an action brought by Atlantic
Smoke Shops, Ltd., of Saint John,
N. B,, against the attorney-general
of New Brunswick.

The act, brought into force on
Oct. 1 last, imposes a tax of 10 per
cent on all tobaccos purchased in
New Brunswick. Atlantic Smoke
Shops Ltd, brought action before
the Supreme Court of New Bruns-
wick for a declaration the act was
beyond the powers of the New
Brunswick legi-lature. The court up-
held the act and appeal was taken
to the Supreme Court of Canada
