—An appro-
priation for educational farming
films is sought by Jose Luis de la
Roma, one of Spain’s leading agri-

cultural experts, as an aid
to the agricultural devel-
opment of the coun-

try. He points out that much has
peen done in other dountries in
this direction, while here it has
beén neglected in spite of the fact
that agriculture is the principal
industry of Spain.

Senor de la Roma urges that the
most modern methods of all
branches of farming and breeding
butter and cheese making, irriga-
tlon and sclentific fertilization, be
shown by films throughout the
land and argues that such a cam-
pajgn would inculcate love of coun-
try in farm youth and check the
migration to industrial centers.

Millions Lost By Forest
Fires In North Alberta

(Canadian Press.)

WINNIPEG, Man., June 9.—The north
country of Alberta, with its millions of acres
of timber is ablaze for one hundred miles
north of McMurray, with fire covering a terri-
tory from fifty to seventy-five miles east and
west of that place according to word received
here from Col. J. K. Cornwall, Forestry Super-
intendent, who déclares it is the worst fire in
the past 25 years.

e blaze originated on the headwaters of
a creek where beaver hunters had estlablished
camps.
