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MOLASSES BRAN MUFFINS

Two cups allbran, 2-3 cup me-
lasses, 4 cup milk, 1 egg (beaten),
1 cup sifted flour, ¢ teaspoon salt,
1 teaspoon soda, 1 cup raisins.
Combing all-bran, molasses and
milk and allow to soak for 15 min-
utes.~Add “egg. Sift dry ingredients
together and stir into bran mix-
ture. Add raisins, mix thoroughly.
Fill greased muffin pan-two-thirds
full and bake in moderately hot
oven (400 degrces F.) about 20
minutes,

DARK NUT BREAD

One-half cup cmolasses, 1 cup
milk, 2 cups whole wheat flour, %
cup bread flour, %2 cup sugar, 1 tea-
spoon soda, % teaspoon salt, 1 cup
chopped nutmeats.

Stir in the rest of
the ingredients, which have heen
thoroughly mixed together and beat
well, Place in a greased and floured
loaf pan and bake in a moderate
oven (350 degrees F.) for about 1
hour.

Remove from heat and stir in the
lemon juice, Cool thoroughly,

not dry; fold into cold pudding.

Turn into dessert glasses and
chill pefore serving.
