Explanation of a new interpret-
ation of the War Veterans Allow-
ance Acl to movide a retiring pen-
sion for veterans with meritorious
service was given yesterday morning
by Col. P. J. Philpott, Ottawa, to
a meeting of Canadian Lezion and
Citizans’ Committee representat-
ives and officinls of the Department
of Veterans Affairs and National
Employment Service,

Mr. Philpo‘t holds an appoint-
ment as advisor to the Deputy
Minister of D. V. A. concerning
veterans of two wars and is just
completing 1 dominion-wide tour
during which he has teen discuss-
irg with inteiested groups the nec-
essity of educating empioyers to
give considesution to ol'der v:ter-
ans when fil'ing jobs requ’ring
only trustworthiness ard stead-
fastness.

There has ‘%een a tendency
among employers, said Mr. Phil-
pott, to ret age limts for new em-
ployees in the “middle thirties”
'which has in effect closed the door
to veterans or 45 years ard over.
He sta‘ed that one cause beshind
this was the pension progiam pro-
vided by many industrial conce-ns
which requiredi  considerable ser-
v'ce to provide any adequate return
at retiring age To overceme this
particular objection, he sald, ‘he
War Veterans Allowance B-ard
will now pav the allowance to
qualified  veterans “as cf right”

Commenting on
the probable duration of the pro-
tlem, he pointed out that for the
next 25 years there will be 20,000
veterans each year reaching the
age of 46. Already, he eaid, there
are 26,000 from this last war who
have passed that age mark.

Since the first of April a con-
certed drive has been conducted
on their behalf and at time nearly
10,000 were rvegistered for employ-
ment. The effect of the publicity
was to bring forward 7000 new
registrants who had felt they were
“forgatten men”. In spite of this,
the number of registrants is now
less than 6,000,

Commenting on the visit of Mr.
Philpott, Col.-F. B, Conrad, district
administrator of D. V. A, stated
that while at present the situation
in this district regarding older
veterans is quite well under con-

English People
Appreciated Gifts

This kpring the Abegweit Chape
ter, LODE, in co-operation with
the Town Council, collected used
clothing from the people of Sum-
merside and surrounding distriets
and forwarded # on the flrst
potato boat leaving port for Eng-
land to assist the people who were
ilving in the flooded areas. The
following letters of appreclation
have been received by Mrs. Eric
MacKay, 8ecretary of the 1.O.D.E.
Dear Mrs. MacKay:—' [

I am writing to tell you that the
five wonderful cases of clothing
which you so kindly collected for
the families who had lost every-
thing In the flooded areas have
safely arrived. I am enclosing our
official receipt and fee] I must
apologize for not having written
to you earlier, but I thought you |
would prefer it if we waited until
the clothing had actually been
distributed and we could tell you
something of the immense joy
and pleasure with which it was re-
celved.

One of the worst flooded areas
was the part of England known
as the Fen District. Here the riv-
ers and canals have always been
a source of trouble and this win-
ter with the very heavy snow the
banks lining them just went n
hundreds of /different places and
the whole area was flooded even
tc a depth of eleven and twelve
feet. In many places the water
came rushing in so qujckly that
no-one had any time to save their
helongings but just had to run
for it as fast as they could. In
most places the water stayed ar
this depth for about three weeks
before the dykes could be mended
and the water pumped out, and
most of the families when they
returned to their homes found an
appalling scene of mess and dis-
aster, sometimes whole parts of
the houses had been washed away
and even when this did not hap-
pen everything was found to “e
coated with inches of green slime,
water rats were hopping in and
out all over the place, and all
their clothing and other furnish-
ings had been utterly ruined. I
think nearly everyone made heroic
efforts to try and clean'up their
homes and salvage what they
could, but mainly their clothing
