Since round worms are so general
and retared the growth of pigs,
precautions should be taken to pre-
vent the little ores from becoming
contaminated. The worm €ggs are
passed out of the sows intestines a-
long with the manure, but are
harmless for a period of at least
ten days. It is advisable to put the
mother into a disinfeced pen short- |
ly after farrowing. As the eggs ar:)
diffioult to destrcy, a lye solution
should be used in washing the pen
The underline, at least, of the sow
should be carefully washed with
soap and water before pigs have a
chance to esuck. Otherwise they
may swollow worm eggs that were
attached to the sows teats at thelr
first meal.

Suckling pigs, particularly those
raised inside, should be given a dosg
of reduced iron on the tongue with-
in two days of birth, After that,
enough fron can generally be sup-
| plied by throwing in a chunk o°
(earth sod each day. They w11
i penerally commence eating sod
within & week of birth.

Silver Fox Farming ;

Three offerings of mink muta-
tlons will be made in January
auctions, 15, one Silver Blu Plat-
inum’ Mink to be sold by the New
York Auctlon Company, and two
other new types “Bluefrost” and
“Royal Koh-i-nur” Mink to be
placed on sale at Lampson, Fras-
er & Huth, Inc.. This was made
known by the Mutation Mink
Breeders' Association, Lake Gen-
eva, Wisconsin, “Blufrost” is a
dark mink with silvery white top
hairs scattered throughout the
pelt, while the “Koh-i-nur” s
snow white with a veiling of black
top hairs. It will be remembered
that on January 20th, 1944, an
offering of “Silver-Blus” number-
ing about 2,500 was sold by the
New. York Auction Company at
the unheard of high of $265.00 for
specimens and an average price
of $14729. It is expected that a
heavier quantity of this article,
possibly twice as many, will
offered this January,

The three mutations will be

placed on show in matched bun-
dles bearing special identification
labels which the buyers or manu-
facturers will be urged to sew in
each garment. The above items
will show how the Mink Breed-
ers’ Assoclation has ‘“gone to
town” In popularizing their new
and attractive mutations of mink.
They have advertised extensively
and absolutely put to shame the
efforts of the silver fox breeders
of Canada and the United States,
who lacking cohesion and direc-
tion have nat been able to sec-
ure anything like commensurate
results for their more desirable
offerings. In “union is strength”
and the fact that the mink breed-

ers of the United States got to-|ing

gether, forgot their petty jeal-
ousles and organized and placed
their product on the map is a
credit to them and a lesson to us
that we have much to learn in
the marketing of our product.

W. M. Ritchie, Chiet Fur Grad-
er, Ottawa, in an address to the
Saskatchewan  Provincial Fur
Breeders a couple of weeks ago
stated that while there was IMtle
change in the estimated number
of pelts to be taken this year as
compared with last year the re-
duction in fox pelts as co:ngxred.
with the number market in/
1938 was around 60 per cent. In;
the case of mink skins, however, |
the increase as compared with
1943 was about 15 per cent.

Why s it, you will ask, that the
mink breeders have been able to
get very high prices for their pro-
duct and not only that but to
Increase the number of pelts which
they have put on the market in
war years, while we—and we in-
clude the United States — have
had to decrease the number of
our foxes by 60 per cent in order
to manage to drag alo and ex-
ist. and ‘why has the 1943 crop
marketed in 1944 has been a “drug
on the market with possibly 50,
000 pelts unsold in the United
States and Canada and those sold
recently at a decline of 38 1-3 per

The reason is that we have not
been properly organized and our
product has not been properly ad-
vertised to the public. That 'Shit
the taxes and restrictions which
have been placed on furs by the
United States and Dominion gov-
ernments that have soured the
manufacturers and retailers. Tak-
ing the line of least resistance
they have gone in for mink in a
big way, advertised them and dis-
played them in every way and
have made money by doing so.
Somehow, some way we will have
to wake up, get more strength of
crganization and leadership- and
if necessary place a certain tax
—which the mink people did—
for advertising so as to bring be-
fore the public the desirability of
wearing Silver Fox or its muta-
tions, o

The fur farmers of Manitoba
met in Winnipeg recently and
listened to an address by Dr. Ro-
bert Green of the University
of Minnesota, a man whose car-
eer as a researcher in fur animal
diseases is known throughout the
world more particularly because
of his development of a virus to
control distemper in foxes. There
has been an impression in the
minds of Canadian scientists that
it is dangerous to introduce Dr.
Green's live viruses because these
may follow the characteristic
course of natural distemper oute
breaks — that is the animals ine
noculated may transmit the dis-

Ne eemphasized the !m?orunco
of early and accurate dlagnosis.
The rancher who has trouble on
his ranch should not be ashamed
of that trouble. Contrary to Po
ular opinion it I8 not the result
of a dirty ranch. It is the result
of an infection wkich may have
been recelved from any source,
therefore the rancher should im-
mediately report the outbreak of
the disease to the government’ and
to his veterinarian. From then on
the disease may be handled with
efficlency and ‘with a minimum
loss. ‘There is no reason to re-
gard distemper as a disease which
must run its course and take an
enormous toll of the stock on any
ranch. Many unnecessary losses
have been suffered by Canadian
ranchers through delay in re-
porting their troubles.

The visit of Dr. Green to Mani-
toba was no doubt Inspired by
the outbreak of distemper in fox
ranches which we understand .oc-
curred in that province some time

‘The positive statement that
the Doctor has made gives us all
hope that this disease, the bane
of the fox farmer, can be
trolled. It is to be hoped that the
distemperoid virus which the Doc-
tor manufactures, can be obtain-
ed at a reasonable price and per-
mission to use it can also be had
from the Dominion government.
That being 80 our worries will be
considerably lessened another sea-
son.

The present dog distemper situ-
ation locally seems to be brighten-
! Summerside we under-
stand it has pretty well run its
course, but in Charlottetown there
are new cases show™g up from
time to time and it will not
likely be all cleared up until the
end of December. While some
have critielzed the stand taken by
the Bilver Fox Breeders' and Bx-
hibitors’ Association in calling off
the show, and by us in glving
publicity to the disease being in
our midst, we are confident tmat
the majority of fox ranchers wii!
agree with us that an ounce of
prevention is worth a pound of
cure — particularly where the
cure is not available — and know-
i"ﬁ our enemy it enabled us tn
tcke precautions against it. Fox
shows have been cancelled in othe
er parts of Canada although the
statement was not specificaliy on
account of distemper but we
know that distemper was the con-
tributing cause. . '

We do not believe that any i1l
effects to ranchers have accrued
through this publicity, in fact we
believe just the opposite, that buy-
ers knowing that precautions have
been taken by ranchers and hav-
ing been assured by sald ranchers
that their foxes are free of all
trouble “and  disease, have been
quite - wililng to go In and buy,
and they have bought. Indeed,
we learn that some western ranch-
ers are practically sold out
foxes right now. Of course these
are new types and have had the
call for that reason.
