At present chronic appendix
symptoms are not as clear cut as
when there is an acute, attack, a.nd
so fewer operations are performed
all needless operations must be
avoided. However now that in ad-
dition to the usual” symptoms, the
X ray is shown to give the correct
condition of the appendix in 90 per
cent of the suspected cases, physic-
ians and surgeons will be more will-
ing to have the operation performed
as there is nine chances in:ten of
giving the patient relief by oper-
ation.
