NATIONAL SERVICE.— In con-
nection with the inventory which the
National Service Board of Canada is
now making ol all males between the
ages of sixteen and sixty-five, inclus
live, residing in Canada, t he Postmas-
er General has issued a circular let-
ter tc. all Postmasters in this Pro-
vince requesting their hearty co-op-
eration ip order to ensure the com-
plete success of the project. It is
also pointed out that the Postmasters
by prcmpt efficient action in this re-
spect will be rendering vital service
to the country at a moment of = great
national peril. Cards and self-ad-
dressed envelopes are to be supplied
to every male inhabitant. The cards
are to be filled out and placed in the
self-addressed envelope, which will
he returned tc the National Service
Board without postage.
