1 regret to inform you that it is
impossible to give you definite in-
formation regarding the fate of that
Officer, and under the circumstances
of October 8th there was unfortunate-
1y no alternative but to report him
“Missing."” i

Liuet. Sullivan took part in an at-
tack made by the battalion in con-
junction’ with other units of the Can-
adian corps on the enemy trenches
on the morning of October 8th. The
attack was, unfortunately, not com-
pletely successful, and Lieut. Sulli-
van did not rtport back with those
of the battalion who returned to their
original lines, nor has his name been
reported to. us through' the Casualty
Clearing Stations. It cannot be stat-

ed poeitively that he was killed, al-
though knowing this officer as I do
the llkelihood of that is very strong.

The company, to which Lieut, Sulli-
van' was attached actually igalned
their objective and in some cases got
beyond it, but as the whole of the
objective of the attack was not gained
that temporary succees did not avail,
and consegquetitly that company Iyst
very codsiderably. The  company
commander was grievchsly - wounded
and has since died, and the latest re-
port that I could obtain  regarding
Lieut. Sullivan was that he had beea
ceen close to the company commiand-
er after he had -been wounded. The
company comméander was ultimately
brought in by our stretcher-bearers
and nothing was seen of Lieut..Sulli-

My dear Colonel Sullivan,—As you
are no doubt aware by this time, our
late Commanding Officer, Lieut.-Col.
R. M. Thomeon, died of wounds re-
ceived in the engagement of October
8th. In the absence of Major Gras-
sie, who is now commanding the bat-
talion, I an) temporarily in command,
and your letter has come to me for
reply.
In the engagement of October 8th,
your brother Wilfrid was with C com-
pany in the attack. He had ceased to
be the Bombing Officer of the Batta-
lion, and was at the time Second in
Command of the Company. I did
not see him during the attack, but
heard of him upon enquiry of a
few men of the Company who return-
ed. He was geen by one man in a
shell hole close to the German trench,
assisting Captain Purves, who was
very seriously wounded and who la-
ter puccumbed to his wounds. Appar-
ently nothing very much could be
done for Capt. Purves, and your bro-
ther went forward into the German
trench which part of his Company
had succeeded in entering at  that
point, “where there was no wire, 1
was informed by another man that he
had seen him in this trench, and that
your brother had led forward his men
towards  the second objegtive. You
may have heard that the ‘attack wae
held up by wire, and that none of the
Companies to the right succeeded in
getting into the German trench. Of
the party that went forward led by
your brother I regret to say none re-
turned, so far ag I am aware.
Later in the day I myself saw Ger-
man stretcher-bearers carrying or as-
eisting some of our wounded to the
rear of their lines, and there is a
