SAFETY  HINTS

IN PREPARING
YULE TREE

Dangers To Be Avoid-
ed In Electric Decor-
ations Stressed By
Inspector.

“Beautiful but Dumb” wds the
caption used with a recent poster
which showed a woman
wax candles on a Christmas tree.
We might engage in a debate as
to whether candles ar¢ more beau-
tiful than the vari-colored electric
lights now available, but  still
there is no question that the use
of candles dumb. However,
electric tree lights and electric
decorations require the use of
some common sense, as well, says
lE:lectrica.l Inspector, E. 8. Chand-
er .

When you take the Christmas
decorations down from the attic or
the top closet shelf this year, give
them a thorough examination, says
Mr, Chandler. See wWhether the
insulation on the wires has dried
and oracked, exposing the copper
conductors at any point. See whe-
ther the insulation has pulled back
on the wires at the sockets, ex-
posing the copper at these points.
Screw in the lamp bulbs and see
if they fit snugly in the sockets
without exposing. part of the
“live” lamp base.

‘These precautions
to prevent short circuits
might cause sparks to ignite
flammable decorations or the in-

Look at the
attachment cords of such abpli-
ances to see if the H. E. P, C. or
Laboratories’ “bracelet” label is
attched. By doing this your bre-
sents will give more satisfactory
service, and you will have the sat-
isfaction of cooperating with the
Inspection Department in keeping
the community safe.

ANCIENT LINEAGE
‘The wonderful array of chrysan-
themums grown every year at the
