TORONTO Feb, 26 —A surplus for
the fiscal year ending October 31st,
1928 of $228,000 and an estimated
surplus of $108,000 for the fiscal year
ending October 31, 1929, were the
chief features of the budget present-
ed to the Legislature this afternoon
by Hon, Dr. J. D, Montieth, Provin-
cial Treasurer.

. The 1929 surplus will be the third
surplus shown by the Government
since assuming office in 1923,

The capital expenditure of the Pro-
vince {8 under control, sald the Pro
vincial Treasurer, and the revenue of
$58,400,000 is'the largest in the his-
tory of the province, economy being
oonsistent with growing public ser«
vites.. Bty
. Another feature of the Budget was
the announcement that the Temiska=
ming and Northern Ontario is now
paying i% own way and $1,300,000 in
interest will come to the treasury of
the province. .

The Provincial Treasurer stated
that after an instalment of $3,000,«
000 had been pajd towards debt re=
tirement the assets will exceed lia-
bilities by $33,754,00.

The Budget states that increased
revenue will accriie to the Depart-
ment of Highways from an increased
gasoline tax. Province forecasts have
stated the tax will be raised from |
three cents to five. There are no
new forms of taxation and no re-
ductions in taxation. The reduction
or abolition of the amusement tax
which had beén anticipated in some
quarters did not materialize. j
The forecast calls for an estimated
revenue of $58,806,000 and expendit-
ure of $58,608,000, leaving an esti-
mated surplus of $198,000.

Mr. Montelth says: “I estirhate re-
venue fro ‘mthe liquor per=
mits of $900,000 and the profits at $7,-
226000 or $8,125000 from that
