NEW TRADES

TAUGHT

Supplementary Courses to Old Trades
Number Thousands in M.H.C.
- Vocational Centres

New trades are heing taught 869
returned men at the present time
in the vocational training centres of
the Military Hospitals Commistiion.

These men represent the class who
have been disabled in such a way by
their army service that they were
hot capable of following their previ-
ous occupation. ‘They are the ox-
ceptional cases, for contrary .to the
impression too gencrally formed that
every man who {s given vocational
training during bis couvalescence is
being 1o-educated, the great majori-
Ly of the men are able to follow their
prowar trades, and courses related
ta their old work are given them
during their convalescence by which
they may advance themselves.
There are 455 different trades now
being taught in the vocational train-
ing ‘centres. and arrangements are
just about complete whereby the re
turned men will be given places in
established factories to learn  other
work under normal conditions.

MR. RICHARD C. LEE.

BOOKS FOR BLIND

Canadian Free Library for the Blind
Will Print and Bind Books in
Braille in the Future

Sherman (. Swift, superintendent
of the Library for the Blind in 'Tor-
onto, announces that he cxpects in
a few weeks time to have a piintiug
machine instal®d for the making of
books in Braille, the blind man's ‘“fin-
gortype,” and later to develop this
branch «f work by adding binding
and finishing roome.

In these work rooms it is his in
pention to cmploy blinded soldiers
who return tc Canada from the war.
The «only difficulty which a. yuan
whose sight iv gone experiences in
binding a book is hig need to know
the placing of the sections, and were
these sections printed in Braille,
print which he sees readcily with his
finger tips, he would have no difficul-
ty at all.

Find the Wporld Again

Occupations ag interesting for the
blind are not numerous, and such a
boon to the blinded soldiers witl be
welcomed by those who are busy a¢
the present time 1e-educating thm,
and bringing them in touch with the
world which they lose when sight
leaves them.

The books of the Library are cir-
culated in all parts of the Deminion,
and in the last quarter of the re-
corcs show that 2046 volumes were
drawn.

UNION GOVERNMENT.

. ST. JOHN, Dec, 6.~- In his sermoa
Sunday evening in the Portland Met-
hodist church the pastor, Rev. Neil
McLaughlan, speaking on ‘Canada’s
Hour of Crisis,” made a strong ap-
peal to the people to support the Un-
ion government. Ever gince we enter-
ed the war, he said, we have been'
passing through alternating hours of
sunghine and shadow. Mons and
Marne brought respectively distress
and relief; The failure of Russia,
winile a great disaster, is more than
compensated by the advent of the
United States into t he war. Interest
ie. mow shifting to the political situa:
ation in Canada, and the one greal
issue before us is, shall we send rein-
forcements to the front? There are
minor issues, which,- although im-
portant in themeelves, sink into in-
significance in comparison with this
great issue.

The late government no longer ex

ists. We¢ now have  Union Govern.
ment consisting of the strong element
of both parties. The Union Govern

ment promises. relief from patronage
and graft, but the main issue is that
it 'stands for reinforcing our troops
by the ¢onscription of men and  tne
other resources of the country, and
that at once. Delayy in this respect
would be disastrous. BEvery day o:
delay meang the  prolonging of the
war.

Let us look for a moment at Lau-
rier’s plan. A referendum in any
case means delay and if it should be
adverse to conscription, our hands
are tied, our over-worked troops must
perish in the trenches and Canada
must quit, disgraced in the eyes ol
the whole Empire and the world.
Supposing every  province  except
Quebec gave a majority for conscrip-
tion, there is the peril that in defer-
ence to the views of Quebec, Laurier
would dechne to enforce it as he de-
clined in former days in. deference to
Quebec to enforce a prohibitory law in
accord with th e wisheg of the major-
ity from .the other provinces. Thrc-
ugh the grime ang bloodshed of the
front comes the call, “Send us help
‘nd send it quick.” If England ‘and
France quits and they have as muci
right to quit as we, the German, more
savage than the Turk, Indian, Mexi-
can or Kaffir ever was, will rule this
ountry.

There is another reason for votiug
for the ‘Union  Govgrnment, and |
speak not as a ConServative, for |
lhave never been one, said Mr. Mc-
Laughlan, If Sir Wilfrid Laurier ana
1is supporters.a re elected, e ven Sir
Wilfrid will be to a certain - extent
undér the domination of Bourassa.
Bourassa, the sirong man of Quebec,
doeg not stanq for Canada, Britain or
‘France, but for a dominant Quebec,
ind i¢ is. not safe to let any one prov-,
ince dominate the rest, he specially
when that province is seething with
disloyalty.

It is said  that conscription is not
democratic, yet it ie. adopted by the
two most democratic’ countries in the
world, Great Britain and the United
States. Tn closing, Mr. McLaughlan
said that to allow the Union govern-
ment to be defeated would be an un-|
thinkable calamity to the country.
