Be Standardized

That the Dominion Government
“give serious consideration to the
setting up of a fact finding body
with instructions to investigate the
highway transportation industry of
Canada for the purpose of stand-
ardiging the regulations and con-
trols of this industry to the best
interests of the citizens” was re-
commended in a briet presented
recently to the Minister of Trans-
port by the SHip-by-Rail Associ-
ation of Canada. Mr. James Peake,
C.N.R. cartage agent, Charlotte-
town, represented this Province on
the Dominjon-wide presentation.

The Association brief claims that
at present each Province has its
own regulations and licensing
authorities. It advocates a natfon-
al policy as a solution to the pro-
blem of interprovincial control.
