Dr. Halls-Dally also advises that
no less thaneight hours shou'd be
spent in bed, a rest ‘period after
meals when possible and holidays
that secure pleasant surroundings
and conditions that will make for
as much mental relaxation as pos-
sible.

By this mental treatment—calm-
ing the mind of the patient—it has
been found that there is a great re-
duction in blood pressure, and also
of the symptoms. In fact the symp-
tims may completely disappear with
a very small reduction of the blood
pressure, such is the beneficial ef-
fect of this mental treatment.

One important point in this re-
laxation treatment of * high blood
pressure 1s to get the patient to rest
as .much as possible immediately
the high blood pressure is noted.

As mentioned once. before, in

. most of these casés the-high blood |

pressure comes down to normal
during sleep, which is not the case
where there is any real organic

 trouble:in theblood vessels.

Hon, John Lewis, speaking in
the Senate a few days ago, criti-
cized the methods of discipline in
Canadian penitentiaries. As might
be expected in a man of his gentle
nature;, the broad principle of hu-
mantarianism carried him too far.
His criticism was based on a‘let-
ter. written by an’ex-convict, but
such evidence = can - scarcely be
called unprejudiced: He admitted
that he had never availed himself
of the liberty given to all mem-
bers of Parliament and. Senators
to visit these institutions and to
see conditons for themselves., He
also admibted that he had never
read the Renitentiaries Act or the
regulations approved by various
Ministers of Justice. No one could
regard his indictment as convinc- |
ing. The weak points were quick-
ly exposed.

Hon,'J. P. B, Casgrain sald he
had visited the prison at Bor-
deaux and though the accommoda-
tion too good. He had visited peni-
tentiaries on many occasions. “It
seems to me,” he sald, “that the
feeling that a prison or a peni- '
tentiary should be a Summer re-
sort or something of that kind
should not prevail.”

Right Hon. Arthur Meighen said '
that he had visited the peniten- !
tiaries on many occasions to make
enquiries and had pecullar oppor-
tunities to learn something with
regard to the general conduct of
them. The penitentiary s a Do-
minfon institution where the hard-
er and viler classes of criminals
are confined. It is the place for
criminals who are less subject to
correction than those who are sen-
tenced to jalls and prisons. Re-
garding b s’ plaint
that the guards are not of the
right type, Senator Meighen said:

“The honorable member says
the guards should be men who
would be ready to glve their ser-
vices on the same principle as
preachers, teachers, missionaries
and members of the Salvation
Army give theirs, I cannot ex-
press my astonishment that an
honorable member of this House
should suggest that any penitenti-
ary so organized and so manned,
to maintain discipline amongst a
group of convicts such as I have
described, could continue to exist.
No one will contend that every
guard is just what he ought to be,
or that none of them make mis-
takes. But guards cannot be of the
type the honorable gentleman ‘has
in mind, and if he availed him-
self of his opportunities as a mem-
