MONTREAL, Feb. 19, (Canadian
Press.)—With the consent of par-
ents desiring it, goitre prevention
treatment is to ‘be given by the
Child Welfare Association to High
School girls (8 to 16), by special
ists. Though this goitre preven-
tion comeés as a new thing to many
it has been tested elsewhere., In
the public schools of Syracuse, N.
Y., it was found that 4.58 per cent
of the children were afflicted with
this ailment, and 13.87 per cent of
the high school pupils showed en-
largement of the thyroid glands.
{These children are all being treat-
ed by physicians, in most instances
with a preparation of organic
iodide. Eventually, it is hoped,
goitre will disappear entirely.

The treatment consists  memely
in taking a chocolate coated, tablet
at regular intervals. It‘is within
the last six years that medical
science has discovered this effec-
tive method of preventing the de-
velopment of simple goitre. To
many people this goitre preven-
tion will not seem to be a veryl
,,noseworthy discovery. But to the
inhabitants of the basin of the St.
Lawrence, the neighborhood of the
Great Lakes and of the mountain-
pus regions of British Columbia,
his discovery i of the greatest in:
terest. For in'these regions there
is a marked prevalence of simple
moitre, always disfiguring nnd
later leading sometimes to serious
equences late in life.
