MACLEOD OF
MACLEOD

MacLeod of MacLeod, whose
death occurred in the Old Land a
few days ago, was 23rd Chief of
Clan MaoLeod.

The old chieftain was known to
vast numbers of the MacLeod: clan
scattered far and wide over the
face of the earth., He was born on
July 27, 1839, Norman Magnus was
the eldest son of Norman, the 22nd
Chief, and Louisa, daughter of the
13th Baron St. John of Bletso. He
was educated at Harrow, and in
1858 joined the old 74th (High-
landers)  Regiment. During the
three years of his service in India
he acted as Alde:de-Camp to Gen-
eral Bir Hope Grant, Commander-
in-Chief of the Pres'dency of Ma-
dras. He accompanied his regiment
to Gibraltar in 1869, and to Malta
in 1872, in which year he retired
with the rank of Captain.

In 1873 MacLeod accompanied the

Immigrants. |

The first shipload of immigrants
was conveyed to South Aftica un-
der the instructions given to Ihlm,;
and he used to recall how, when
he protested at the shipping office |
against the propcsed  charge fori
transport on the ground that it was|
as much as it would have been t,o;
the West Indies, he was told that |
the shipping office, being ignorant
itself as to the whereabouts’ of Na- |
tal, had cabled to London and that|
Natal was in the West Indles!

During this period of his life his|
love of travel and spo't led him on|
hunting expeditions to the zam-i
bezi, where he hadmany thriling
adventures and hair-breadth escapes‘l
He ‘even declined the post of Act-|
ing Colonial Secretary in’ order to|
take part in an expedition of some |
15 months’ duration to the Victoriai
Falls and the Barotse country. He|
had the gift of understanding and
influencing the native, and 1.11‘5‘I
gift stood his country in good stead |
when, during the Zulu War, he |
was appointed by Sir Bartle Frere,
Political Agent among the Swazis
of the Transvaal border.

He was not only  successful 1n“
restraining the Swazis from rising|
against the white man, but, after|
the war, was actually able to lea,di
in person an army of 8,000 of them
to the attack on the stronghold of
the Basuto chief, Sekukini, when
there was severe fighting between
the Basutos and the force com-
manded by .Sir  Garnet Wolsely.
For these services he received the,
Zulu War. Medal and the C. M. G.|

In 1880 MaoLeod returned home, |
and in 1895 he succeeded hiz father
as Chlef and as owner of Dunve-
gan Castle. He is succeeded as
Chief by his brother Sir Reginald
MacLeod of MacLeod, K. C. B.

Scottish history teems with deeds
great and small, principally great,
of course, of the MacLeods, direct
and indirect from the days of the
first chieftain, The castle of Dun-
vegan, of the MaoLeods of Mac—i
Teod, was erected in the 9th cen-
tury, and extended by later ch'ef-|
tains, especially by Rory More, who |
was knighted by James VI Built |
on a rocky promontryo, which is
difficult of  access, the fortress
must have Yeen almost impregn-
able in the days of clan warfare.
Among the interesting relics in 1t
is a drinking horn which held two
quarts (whiskey) and had to be
drained at a single draught by
the new chief before he could
wield authority. Just how Sir Re-
ginald has survived the latest or-
deal the cables say naught; one
certainty is that there are other
MacLeods who might gle him a
han.’

Skye, the argest island of the
Inner Hebrides, is where the Mac-
Leods made a lot of Scottish his-
tory. In 1841, 23,082 Hielan’ men
were there, In 1901 the population
had been reduced to 13,833, 2,858 of
whom spoke Gaelic only, the re-
mainder speaking both Gaellc and
‘English. The fact that once upon
a time Skye supplled more soldiers
to the British army than any other
area of similar gize and population
may have had something to do
with decimation. Then there was
the hardship of life among the
crofters, many of whom, fortunate-
ly, migrated to Canada. Skye is &
hilly  country. “Macleod’s Tables”
and those pyramidal rocks rising
out of the sea, “MacLeod’s Maid-
ens"—the MacLeods had a way of
calling things after themselves—
