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ORGANIZATION

No other word perhaps has been as much
in .evidence, has formed the subject of so
much oratory, written and spoken, as the
word Organization. Our farmer experts
have preached it at institute meetings and
have expatiated upon the absolute neces-
sity of organization to carry on farming suc
cessfully and their farmer audiences believ-
ed them; our preachers have dinned it in-
to the ears of their congregations and th.elzr
congregations believed them; our politi-
cians have preached it and—for political
purposes only—have practiced it. And yet
we are not organized ; we have barely touch
ed the fringe of organization. We cherish a
sort of belief that organization is neces-
sary, that we cannot get along without it,
but our belief is like our belief in the neces-
sity of ultimately getting to heaven; we
are in ne hurry to go, and in the meantime
we go on selfishly doing what we can for

. ourselves, leaving organization, as we leave
heaven, for a more convenient season.

If this province of ours were organized
we would work together, work for a com-
mon aim in all our undertakings. Our far-
mers would agree upon methods of farm-
ing and marketing ; they would confer with
the traders who handle their produce and
mutually agree upon prices. As at present
each pays as little or demands as much as
he can without regard to real market va-
lues:

If we were organized the labour prob-
lem would be greatly simplified. The man-
hood and womanhood of the province would
be ragistered, the employed and the unem-
ployed specified, and at such a time as the
present, this labour could be allocated com-
pulsorily, if necessary, at any rate it would
be made available.

If we were organized we would be in a
position to know at any time the quantity
of available foodstuff in the province and
thus be in a position to gauge our require-
ments, to take full advantage of the mar-
ket both in buying and selling. We would
be in a position to approximately judge
from our seeding the extent of our harvests
in every line of production.. These and
many other benefits would accrue from a

thorough organization of the province.'

such an organization in short as was aimed
at by the National Service Cards in connec-
tion with Military and industrial service.
We are not organized as a whole; we
have a number of organizations, however,
- from which we can gauge the possibilities
of a general organization which would in-
clude all our activities. Probably the most
thoroughly organized country in the world
is Germany. Through her system of orga-
nization she commanded a very large share
of the world’s commerce, made her schools
and universities the best in the world, and
her “made in Germany” trademark a key
that opened every market for her. That be-
cause of other agencies she went to the bad
is ho reason why other countries should not
follow the example she set in organization,
an organization which, plus the devilish-

the war began. Andre Tardieu, higa
Freénch commissioner in the United
States, said in a statement here to-
day. His estimate of credits voted
by France from August of 14 . .until
America entered the conflict wag
nearly 21,000,000,000 dollars, of which
more than nineteen and a half billion
came, he said, from the savings of
the French people. Mr. Tardiéu's
statement reads: “At the beginning
of the war we could;turn out 12,000
shells a day for 75'sl. In the year
past we have been ahle to turn out
250,000 shells a day. In 1914 we had
only 300 heavy guns, organized in
regiments., Now we have more than
6,000. Besides, we gave more than
800 heavy guns to our Russian, Mum-
anian and other allies.

“More than two-thirds and nearly
three-fourths of the western front 1s
still occupied by the French army,
which as 2,700,000 men in the figld.

“In our country the amount raised
by annual taxes reaches this year five
billions and a half francs, which is
the highest figure ever attained even
in times of peace, although 12,000,
000 French people are either mobiliz-
ed for the army or the factories o1
kept in invaded regions.

“Figures sometimes bring revela
tions: Since the outhreak of the war
until the intervention of the United
States credits have been voted which
amount, to 104,000,000,000 france, and
do you know how much we horrowed
from abroad Six billion francs. So
ninety-eight billion \were drawn from
the savings of the #rench themselves
for the defence of the country.”

Alluding to Alsace and ([Lorraine,
Mr. Tardieu said: “For more than 40
years we kept in our heart that open
wound. Alsace-Lorraine. And we did
not make war; we suffered in sit
ence. Our brothers were victims of
the most hideous system of police op-
pression that was ever inflicted upon
a free people. We knew it and stood
it because we wanted peace. It was
not sufficient, for since the beginning
of the twentieth century we had
suffer German provocations in Mor-
occo and other places. We suffered
them because we wanted peace...
