ROBERT T. LINCOLN,
SON OF EMANCIPATOR,
LAST OF NAME
IN DINECT LINE

In his seventy-seventh year, Rob-
ert Todd Lincoln, the only living
son of Abraham Lincoln, is now

once more a citizen of the Dis-||
trict of Columbia. Immediately af-| |

ter he retired from active profes-
sional life, when he was identified
with the great village, Chicago,
he went back to Washington to live
in the unpretentious house at 1776
N. Street, but he soon removed to
the old Laird home at 3014 N, street
a fine old place, long known as a

social centre, which occupies an|

imposing site on the high ground
of Georgetown and affording a mag
nificent view down the Potomac
and across the river to Arlington.
Last of the name in a direct line,
for his daughtei i{s married and his
only son died from Typhoid fever
in England, Mr. Lincoln ig hving
a retired life befitting his -advan-
ced years, but he is by no means to
be regarded as a recluse. He still
preserves many of his former pro-
fessional connections with flarge
corporate bodies, and is an active,
if not strict, business man. He
reads and studies continuously,
keeps two stenographers in copy
and is well versed in current na-
tional and international affairs.
Robert Todd Lincoln was born in
Springfield (Il1.) on August 1, 1843,

He was educated at Illinois State|!

University and at Phillips Exeter
Academy, He afterward attended
the Harvard Law School, but inter-

rupted his studies to service in the|,

civil war, where he was a captain
on the staff of Gen.| Grant. At the
close of the war he completed his
course and was admitted to the
Illinois State Bar, in 1867. He took
up his practice in Chicago and soon
Mary Harlan, the
daughter of Senator James Harlan
of Iowa, In those early days he
took an active part in the conven-
tions of the Republican party, but
was never at any time a candidate
for any public office. Nevertheless

{| his intellect and personality mark-

ed him for service, and public of:

\| fice_sought hien
—

He was chosen for the cabinets
of both presidenis Garfiell and Ar-
thur for the position of Secretary
of War, and in that oftice displayed
marked administrative ability. As
United States Miniscer to Gireat
Britain (1889-1893) he served his
county well and commanded the
admiration and respect of British
officialdom. Just before the McKin-
ley campaign a few enthusiastic
friend's of his rushed into print
with the statement that “Bob” Lin-
coln wag the logical nominee for
‘President, that he was the only*
man who could carry. the country
and unite it as it should be united.
Lincoln not only discouraged the
propaganda but repudiated il.

Robert Lincoln, as his, father be-
fore ‘him, applied himself very dil-
igently to the study of law and be-
came a man of outstanding ability

+| in his profession. Unlike hig father

however, he specialized in corpor-
ated law and the protection of syn-
dicated interests rather than in in-
dividual suits. He was special coun-
sel, for the Pullman Palace Car
Company, and after the death of
George W. Pullman became pres-
ident of the-company, which posi-
tion he resigned in 1911 for that of
chairman of itg board of directors.
He was vice-president of the Com-
monwealth-Edison Company, and
director of the Chicago Telephone
Company. He has for years had an
office in the Pullman building in
Chicaga, in which city he neces-

ward spent much of time. He is a
member of the Golf and University
clubs of Chicago and of the Union,
University and Harvard clubs of
New York,
There is little physical resem-
blance between the son and Abra-
ham Lincoln. Robert takes after
his mother’s family, the Todds. He
is short and plump, and even as a
young man moved rather ponder-
ously. His complexion is like that
of his father, dark and swarthy,
and his voice, rich, deep and son-
orous, is another splendid paternal
inheritance. Those living who heard
the Emancipator in one or other of
his great speeches have marked the
likeness in volume, intonation and
timbre as a thing remarkable.
On the subject of his father the
son ig naturally not only deeply in-
terested but jealous. The mention
of it is sufficient to draw him out
of his natural and acquired reserve.
He will not permit even a slight
misrepresentation of his great fath-
er's name and fame, however in-
nocently or ignorantly it may be
made. And of pictures and status
commemorative of Lincoln the
son is equally critical. He was dis-
pleased with the Bernard statute
of Lincoln and therefore took com-
fort n its rejection in London. The
Saint Gaudens Statute of Lincoln
in Lincoln Park, Chicago, has the
son's endorsement as an excellent
likeness of his father and a good
work of art.
