Canadian Legion out of its experiences of the last war and smm_d'
analysis of the requirements of modern war, demanded that universal
cons‘t‘:rlption in time of war become- a settled matter of national policy.

‘Had the Legion’s position taken at that time been accepted in
the calm atmosphere of peace a8 a matter of national policy, the issue
which now has divided our nation in time of war would not have
arisen. That stand of the Legion was reiterated by the Dominion
Executive Council at the outbreak of war: by the Dominion conven-
tlon in 1840; its call for total war in October of 1941 was endorsed by
over 500 other Canadian organizations; by the Dominion convention
in Winnipeg in 1842; and again in Vancouver in 1944,

“Despite our conviction that this was the only fair and sensible
way of meeting the demands of modern war, the Legion has co-oper=
ated fully in the plans and policies of the Government regarding man-
power, although we were convinced they were inadequate, unjust, and
doomed to ultimate fallure,

Time Nas “Definitely Come”

“Since ‘D’ day the heavy casualties suffered by our armies in Eu-
rope have underlined the requirements for total war and we feel it our
solemn obligation as a national organization with a definite and par-
ticular obligation to the men now serving and their loved ones at
home, as well as to the nation as & whole, to reiterate our deep con-
viction that the time has definitely come when the army of trained
soldiers at present inactive in Oanade should become immediately
available for reinforcements overseas and all further call-ups be for
general service.

“We are also convinced by our contacts throughout the Dominion
that there are thousands of men across this country who have re-
ceived exemption on the ground of being engaged in work of national
importance whose cases should be revalued in the light of existing cir-
cumstances. There are many things which suggest that exemptions
have been granted on inadequate grounds, and that a drastic and
equitable re-examination would add considerably to our available re-
sources in fighting personnel. This is particularly true since there
are thousands of men with overseas service who have been discharg-
ed and now are avallable to fill these essential positions.

Natlonal Unity

“The Legion as a national orgenization is profoundly concerned
with the problem of national unity. We, realize acutely the deep cleav-
ages which have been revealed in our national structure and we nave
no desire to deepen those cleavages.

“However, our concept of national unity is not that of an amor-
phous conglomeration of people, whose only policy is that of refus-
ing to take a stand on issues where there is divergence of opinion, but
rather of a nation with definite characteristics, committed to a de-
finite way of life, the product of our traditions and our common
aspirations.

*Fundamental unity must be unity in the common task. It is an

achievement, not an accident. No greater task, no greater need, has !

ever confronted our country than that involved in the struggle against
Nazi domination. If national unity is to be a reality and not a shib-
boleth then positive and courageous commitment to that great task is
imperative. To abstain from such commitment out of political defer-
ence to local prejudice and sentiment is to deny our nationhood and
our destiny.

“A mo};e farsighted and adequate program would demand a de-
finite policy based on national interest, justice and moral principles.
We believe that the.Canadian public, as evidenced by the plebiscite of
1942, is anxious for such a policy and demand this leadership on the

f the Government.

p“t“\%e repudiate the purely provincial view expressed for the Gov-
ernment by the Minister of Justice in a recent speech, when he in-
dicated that, unless French-Canada's views prevailed, his countrymen
would feel betrayed.  Surely the Government has a sense of obliga=

Father Of Queen
Eiizaheth Is Dead

LONDON, Nov, 7 — (OP) — The
Earl of Strathmore, 89, father of
Queen Elizabeth, died at 6 am.
today at Glamis Castle, his home
in Forfarshire, Scotland,

Lord Strathmore had been id for
about a month, His condition took
a serious turn last week-end and
he was reported dangerously ill
las night, '

:h%ugh he had been in feil-
ing health for some time the
crftical turn in his condition came
unexpectedly. News of his death
was conveyed to the Queen early
today.

The 14th Earl of Strathmore
and Kinghorne, whose daughter,
Lady Elizabeth Bowes-Lyon be-
eame the first cx;.;)mmor‘x;z{nqueen
of England since Henry mar-
ried Katherine Parr in the 16th
century, was of a retiring nature,
and had preferred living amid the
lieath-clad Scottish hills to court
life_in Loncon,

“We have never aspired to
court circles,” he said in 1923
when his daughter married the
then Duke of York. He describ-
ed the match as “a marriage of |
leve” between “an angelic girn"”,
and “a fine fellow and a clean
Englishman.’

Sir Claude George Bowes-Lyon
succeeded to the title of Lord
Strathmore in 1904. He came of a
family which long had played a
major part in Scotlands history,
tracing his descent from the Lady
of Glamis, a daughter of Robert
II of Scotland.

His ancestral home, Glamis Cas-
tle, also had survived much
stormy Scottish history. Although
the present building dates largely
from the 17th century, much of
the medleval stronghold, where —
it is related the cnronicles upon
which ®hakespeare based his play
—MaoBeth murdered Duncan and
selzed his throne, still stands.

In 1882 he married Nina Caven-
dish-Bentinck, a member of the
fnmyy of the Duke of Portland.
