Several
streams of water were poured on
plowing from the warehouse, but the main ef-
forts of the fire-fighters were con-
centrated in keeping the blaze from
spreading. The fire department was
assisted in this work by the Rail-
way Fire Department under Archie
McEachern.

The property destroyed was un-
der the jurisdiction of the Federal
Department of Public Works and
was taken over from the Railway
Department last October. It was
about to be transferred to the De-
partment of Marine.

With the destruction of this build-
ing, a serious situation arises in re-
gard to accomodation for the potato
crop next fall. All the tuber crop of
the Potato Growers’ Association,
passing through Charlottetown, has
in the past been deposited there.
The Guardian has been advised that
the situation is very serious and
that something must be done quick-
ly. In the absence of Mr. Boulter,
Secretary of thé Association, no of-
ficial announcement could be ob-
tained yesterday. .

The origin of the fire is not known
with certainty, but is thought to
have been from a cigarette or cigar
butt or match, dropped among the
highly inflammable chips -with
which the’ east side  of the whart
was littered. These were hewn from
the creosoted piles used' by the con-
tractors in the new construction.
The fire was discovered by Mr.
Schurman the night watchman, had
Mr. MacIntyre, the representative
of the Standard Construction Com=-
pany, the contractors who are work-
ing on the extension to the east side
of the wharf. -

Mr. Schurman and Mr. MacIntyre
were in the contractors shed at the
North East Corner of the warehouse
when on hearing a crackling noise,
they went out of the shed and saw
that the east wall of, the freight
shed was in flames at two separate
places, one near the dopkey engine,
and the other about one third of
the way from the south end.

The fire was then well under way.
Mr. Schurman opened the doors in
the north end of the shed and ran
down the building to the office lo-
cated in  its south west corner,
where there is a telephone. There
was not much smoke in the build-
ing at that time, he states, but the
fire had already broken through
and could be seen blazing away on
thz east wall not far from the south
end. :
Mr, Schurman, havihg phoned in
the alarm, which he did at 5.25 p.
m. returned to tell Mr. MacIntyre
that he had made the connection.
Here he assisted him' to get the
papers and plans out of the con-
tractors shed to a place of safety.
This occupied about five minutes,
and they then went into the ware-
house once more with the object of
returning to the officé in order to
£ave some personal effects which he
had there.

buildings to prevent the fire from
spreading.

A light breeze was
south at the time, bearing an im-
mense column of smoke and show-
ers of cinders all over the city. Sev-
eral small fire arose in the vicinity,
at the Peardon House, at Mr. Ril-
ey’s on King Street, at the C. N. R.
freight shed, adjacent to the sta-
tion, and on the nearby coal-sheds.
All of these fires arose from cinders
landing on the roofs. They were
quickly suppressed and little dam-
age was done. The coal-sheds which
were but twenty yards distant from
the blazing building were on fire se-
veral times and holes were knocked
in the roofing through which
streams of waters were directed on
the coal. Everything in the vicinity
was as dry as tinder and the utmost
precautions were necessary to pre-
vent the fire assuming more serious
proportions. Indeed, the Guardian

property was in considerable dan-

ger.

Of the total loss, it is very diffi-
cult to make an estimate. The
warehouse itself has been estimated
at between $75000 and $100,000,|
which is not covered by insurance.
The contents belonged to the Pota-!
to Growers' Association and consis-
ted of two hundred and twenty tohs
of fertilizer and a carload of blue-
stone.

This loss is placed at between
$8,000 and $10,000, with 60 per cent
covered. There was, in addition, a
large amount of creosote piling, the
property of the Standard Construc-
tion Company, partially destroyed.
The loss was between $5,000 and
$6,000, 60 per cent covered. The loss|
on the pile-driver is reckoned at
$500. To all'appearances the wharf
is not considerably damaged as the
flames died out before reaching the
piling.

The alarm was rung in about 5.30
p. m. by the night watchman. The
flames, issuing from the roof, were
also seen by some parties crossing
Hillsborough Bridge. The day was
a half-holiday and consequently the
vicinity was practically deserted, al-
lowing plenty of time for the flam-
es to gain headway.

When the dense column of smoke
was first seen rolling over the city,
thousands of people rushed to the
neighbourhood to view the conflag-
ration. The warehouse, which is 370
feet long, by the time thc majority
arrived presented a long mass of
flame rising to about 20 feet. Bit
by bit the walls and roofing crum-
bled in and about 630 the fierce
crackling of the flames had subsid-
