Gruesome Story i
0f Evil Deeds

OSSINING, N.Y., March 26—(A.
P.)—Albert H; Fish, sentenced to die
in the electric chair for the slaying
of 10-year-old Grace Budd, confess-
ed tonight to mutilation and prob-
able murder of thiee other children
and a young man.

He killed two of his victims, the
@5-year-old man told Warden
George E. Casey of Westchester
County Jall, but was uncertain
whether the other two had died.
Fish told of his story enroute
here from White Plains, where te
was sent d, and completed it up-
on his arrival at Sing Sing .

Fish said he attacked and mutil-
ated Thomas Bedden, 24, whom he
described as “witless.” at Wilming-
ton; Del. He kept the helpless youth,
prisoner in his room for several
days, Fish assertzd, then fled from
Wilmington  without ascertaining
whether his victim died.

While living in a housennat on
the Potomac Fish continued, he en-
ticed a Negro boy aboard. After
keeping the lad prisoner for two
weeks, he became frightened by the
approach of ~ another houseboat.
Fearing the screams of the boy
would arouse suspicion, Fish fled
the deserted boat.

In 1924, the confession continued,
the perverted murderer attacked
Francis McDonnell, 10, at Port
Richmond, Staten Island, N.Y., and
choked him to death. He took the
body to a swamp to dismember it
but was frightened away by the ap-
proach of a milkman'’s cart.

Reviewing previous admission of
the Kkidnapping and murder of
Billy Gaffney, four, at Astoria,
LI, in 1927, Fish said he took the
boy to an abandoned auto, choked
him to death, dumped the dismem-
bered body into burlap bags, and
threw them into a swamp.
