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SPLENDID SEND-OFF
FOR DEPARTING MEN

Rousing Speeches by» Proinlnent Citizens and
Excellent Entertainment Provided by Daughters
of the Empire for Young Soldiers.

At the Armouries on Saturday even-
ing a splendid “smoker” entertain-
ment was held in honor of the eighty
men of tne 55th Overseas Battalion
who leave for Sussex this morning,
und a complete list of whom appeared
in Saturday’s issue of The Guardian.
The event was the result of the admir-
able efforts of the Daughters of the
Empire, who provided a superabun-
dance of refreshments and were un-
tiring in their endeavours to give the
men a good time; and under the in-
spiring  chairmanship of Rev. Dr.
(Major) Fullerton a rarely good pro-
gramme of songs, speeches, recita-
tlons, etc., was rendered until shortly
before midnight, The 82nd Regiment
Band was in attendance and played a
number of excellent selections. Among
those present were the Premier, Hon.
J. A. Mathieson, Mr. A. A. McLean,
M. P, Rev. Canon Simpson, Mr. K, J.
Martin, Mr, R. H. Campbell, Hon, Mur-
doch McKinnon, Mayor Sterns.

Dr. Fullerton said that no entertain-
ment that had been held in the Arm-
ouries since the war began had been
more significant than the present. Can-
ada had acquired a new significance
in the eyes of civilization by reason of
what had taken place during the past
few weeks. They had seen in the
press that fifteen Prince Edward Is-
landers were on the list of those
wounded. That ought to bring the im-
portance of the strife nearer home to
them, Fifty millions .of dollars had
been voted by Parliament.for the pur-
poses of war, and they had it on au-
thority that one ' hundred millions
more would be required. That meant
a tremendous sacrifice, but it was in-
finitely better .that they should have
their"sacrifice now temporarily while
the war lasted, than that they should
have a perpetual sacrifice after the
war was over. Did they realise’ what
it would mean for them if the Allies
should be conquered? They wanted
no other civilisation in Canada than
tht which they possessed to-day.
(Cheers.) They did not want to live
under the aegis of any other flag than
that which stood for the protection of
the weak. It was their deepest con-
viction that they could best work out
their destiny in close alliance with
the British Empire, and that they were

the all-important victory of blocking
the passage of five hundred thousand
Germans ‘on the way to Parls. (Cheers)
That was not only a moral victory; it
was a feat of arms, a triumph for our
cause; and to-day the authorities in
Britain were saying, “Send us more
of these same stalwarts” and were
counting on two hundred and fifty
thousand men being realis d;—and
they in Prince Edward Island, added
the speaker, were going to do their
share. (Cheers.) They all knew that
the farms were not too well manned
to-day, but they also knew that unless
there was a splendid sacrifice willingly
contributed it would be impossible for
Britain to come out successfully in
the present campaign. He referred
to every part of the Empire;—unless
sacrifice was the characteristic fea-
ture of the people’s living, of their
thinking, of their action, they were
not contributing the part that surely
it had been expected of them, that
would be expected of them, and that
had been promised by those who were
the heads of Government, He was
proud to see such a splendid type of
young men going to the front as those
before him that evening. As an offi-
cer of the 82nd he was pleased to see
they were going in connection with
the infantry corps. He was sure they
would fight as well and bravely as any
others, and he was confident of at
least one thing, that for powers of en-
durance there were no better men in
Canada to-day. (Cheers.) They
might not just know yet all the drills
that they would be taught at Sussex,
but they knew how to “get there,’
and that was the main thing. They
would be taught in Sussex to shoot
straight, to keep their powder dry and
their heads cool; and if they went ‘to
the front with those qualities they
were bound to achieve success. With
Italy on the side of the Allies the Ger-
mans would soon be overcome. They
should not be too harsh in their judg
ment of the United States, because the
Republic had a colossal problem to
deal with., There were millions of b
Germans there, and they would not
appreciate those Germans very highly
if they were not loyal to the Father-
land. But if there was no decisive ac-
tion on the part of the United States

h

determined to do so. (Cheers.) They
were not Ighting to-day for nationality
as an aggressive feature; they were
fighting to make nationality a fact and
to make the Empire so stand before
the rest of the nations that never
again would her honour be impugned,
that never again would it be antici-
pated that'she would look lightly at
the weak down-trodden. Canada had
enlisted one hundred thousand men
for-the front and the authorities had
undertaken to supply one hundred and
fifty thonsand more. If Canada was
going to justify hor word to the mo-
ther country, then the people must be
aroused in Prince Edward Island, in
New Brunswick and in Nova Scotia
more than ever they had been in the
past few months. A great many re-
marks had been made about the need
of the sons on the farms. That was
true, but there was also an urgent de-
mand for sacrifice. The Canadians
had stood so well in the breach that
if they did not gain a decisive victory
in one sense, they at all events gained
