NO extrs
sugar will be provided for thc extra
serving and cream will be provided
for only one serving. Howev:r, milk
be provided for one or more

servings.

The rationing of tea and coffec
in Canada was initiated on —"an
“honor” basis May 26, 1942, 1t was
put on a coupon basis Aug. 3, 1842.

The Board's announcement said
that by discontinuing the rationing
the Board was following its policy
of lifting restrictions Inunediately
supplies and the outlook for future
supplins warrant.

“Because of the progress of the
war and the consequent improve-
ment of shipping conditions we
have been able to build wp
stocks of toa and coffee,” said R. T.
Mohan, administrator of tea
coffee. “Continuation of easier
shipping should enamle us to meet
normal consumption.”
