Wheatley River
Memorial Service
Yesterday

A memorial service attended by
almost . a thousand people was held
yesterday at the Wheatley River war
memorial—the first since its erec-
tion in 1925-recalling to mind tLae
twelve who gave their lives to thelr
;ouniry during the struggle of 1914—
-518, Rev. Geo. C. Taylor, a former

\|-haplain of the 105th regiment was

.he speaker,

In  opening his address Rev., Mr.
Taylor reviewed the steps leading
up to war—Germany's violation of
.he neutrality of Belgium, the coming
of Britain to the rescue, in spite of
disruption with - the Empire, and
Canada’s splendid response, showing
that although her people enjoyed
the privilege of British cliizenship
they were allve to its responsibilities,
The speaker referred to the spirit in
which our men enlisted,—one of hon-
our, _obligation, and sacrifice— a
'spirlt which. could not be resisted, not,
as some have said, with the idea that
the war would be over before an op-
portunity of aciive service arose. Mr.
Taylor stated that he, as chaplain,
had a chance to see Island soldiers
at their best. They face privaticn
like true heroes, and without mutiny
or insurrection, conditions which
sometimes occur even in the best of
regiments.

The speaker cited interesting ex-
amples of the self sarificing nature
of the Canadians’ service. On one oc-
casion, he crawled up the face of
Hill 70 under fire, with a bottle of
water for wounded men who were
lying in a shell hole. The bottle was
passed from hand to hand and, al-
though with the raging thirst known
only to wounded men each could have
drung it all, the bottle came back with
some water still {n it. .

Again in the cold at Passchendaele
a wounded man sacrificed his hot
coffee for the sake of a wounded
companion behind. Canada must nev-
er forget ths sacrifices of the war as
it should be among the most wondar-
ful of her traditions. During the last
hundred days, four Canadian divis-
ions defeated 47 divisions of Germans.
At Ypres sallent a monument has
been erected to the 60,000 unknown
allied -soldiers who died there. Canada
carries the very plums of what has
been done at Ypras. Haig's message,
“Hang on, Canadiars, ths eyes of the
world are upon you” will echo through
the zzes, During the war the Cana-
dlans ganed the reputation of bull-
dog tenacity—once a fooithold was
gained on a place the grip was never
relinquishsd. Vimy Ridge was lost
twice by ths French and once by the
British, but when the Canadians re-
took this sironghold it was never a-
gain recaptured. Hill 70 too, was taken
and held. Sometimes the line bent,
but {t was never broksn, Every section
of the Allied forces had altempted to
capture Passchendaele; the-Oanadians
alons were successful. Again at Amiens
tfljle, Canadians accomplished the im-
possible and caused “a black day for
Germany” as Ludendorff later refer-
red; to. it. Canada cannot afford to let
such great events go ouf of her mind,
although the greatest things have cost
{he most. The lives of the Canadian
soldiers were given, not lost, as few

The speakers of the evening were
Miss Marion V. Royce, B. A. Supt, of
Religious Educaiion, for the Church
of Christ in Canada at Toronto, and
Miss K. W. MacArthur, B. A., vice-
principal of the college of the Ghurch
of Christ in Toronto, Miss MacArthur
was the first speaker and explained
snat the theme of the confarence was
our heritage. Miss MacArthur in very
.iuent language gave a most interest-’
ing outline of the birth of the Church
of Christ in America. In the middle
of the eighteenth century she said
a. great movement called The Great
Awakening took place in Europe and
there was a great increass of ev-
angelistic work, This quickening ot
religlous interest was felt in America
at the beginning of the nineteenth
century, an emotional reaction from:
e indifference on religious matters.

Amongst th2 siaunch old ploneers
who were building up the west at
Jaat period was Mr. Taomas Campbeii
who came from Scotland in 1807 and
orought with him the broad spirit of
christian unity which had taksn #
great hold in his native land, In 1809
a christian ascociation was form-
ed in  Washington and in
September of that year Mr Camp-
el gave an outstanding spasch which

Mr. Donald Crawford, of New Glas-
gow, P.. E. I. and Mr. Archibald
MacLean, who was born in Summer-
side and Dr. John Knox, were ploneer
leaders of the Christian church of
this province, Miss MacArthur closed
her address by admonishing the young
people to uphold and extend the great
heritage which had been handed down
to them,

Miss Royce opened her  address
with the hymn, Faith Of Our Fathers.
3he then proceeded in beautiful lan-
guage to stress the importance of
keeping in mind the differentials of
the christian from the other churchee,
It is good for the young people to
think seriously of these things and
not to take the doctrine for gran‘ed
s she had been inclined to do, as she
had grown up in an atmosphere in
which these things were taken for
granted. Her great grandfather hav-
ing been the secty. of the movement
in Ontarlo Miss Royce told the
young peopls that they should re-
member  that the .Ohristian church
was the fifth largest religious group
in Canadas and  the largest church
born ih America. The esseniial dif-
ferences were outlined at some length,
The first was the traditional weekly
communion sarvice from which no
person was debarred who professed
Christ; second, baptism by immer-
sion, symbolic of burial with Jesus
in baptism and rising to walk with
Him in life.
