THE EMERGENCY BRAKE

It Has Other Uses Than Holdmg A
Stopped Car.
. The lever operated hrake, known
by this name, is _provided for two
purposes first, for use in holding the
car against movement, when the
operator is not in his seat to manipi.
late the foot brake and second, as an
auxiliary to or substitute for the foot
or service brake, in case it acts weak-:
ly or failg to act at all, When, of
necessity, a car has to be left stand-
.ng upon a steep grade, - the emergs.
ency brake has to be depended upon,
in a most vital manner, to guard
against the possibility of a “run.
away,” 'and whenever these ' condi-
tions arise this brake is givena test.
If the car shows a tendency to move,
when the “emergency” is fully set, it
should at once receive the attention
required to restore its fuli holdiny,
power. The practice of helping out!|
weak brake action by leaving the low
or reverse gears engaged is only
advisable ag a temporary expedieni,
but cramping the front wheels to
make the car run against the curb i
always a su'table precaution. The
security with which the ratchet action
holds the emergency brake set is .of
great impertance and any uncertainty
in its operation should immediately be
corrected. So iong as tho .service
brake operates perfectly, it should be
read:ly capable of locking both rear
wheels anq-as this is the maximum
hrak(ng. action which can be applied
to any car, setting the omergency
| brake, in aadition, is of no avail, This
‘s fortunate, for experience has shown
that there is very little likelihood of
the emergency brake being operated,
in a sudden crisis, such as an impend-
ing collision. However, snce there is
always a poss’hility that the service
brake may not be in ideal condition
and (apablv af sliding the wheels, one
of the first habits that « driver should
try to form is that of setting the hand
brake, whken an emergency stop is re-
quired.’ The operator should by prac-
tice make the act of raching for and
uapplying it when danger threatens,
Just as involuntary a reaction as is
hrowing out the clutch, thus' assur-
ing himsell of the utmost obtainable
sraking eftect even through the foot
brake is weak. Since ‘the service
brake, at least part of the time ofr
tend to wear out rapidly and in order
to somewhat reduce this tendency it
is a poog idea to use the emergeazy
brae, at least part of the time for
controliing a car on long down gradva.

ASTONISHED AT
BRITISH GUNNERY

BERLIN, Nov. 11—Today’s session
of the inquiry into the causes of the
war by a special committee of "the
National Assembly opened with
searching questions as to whether
the British fleet was not speedier and
better equipped w’th guns, armor and
higher gun elevation, enabling British
ships to shoot farther. It was as-
serted, by Vice-Admiral von Capelle,
former minister of the navy, that qur-
ing one encounter in the Nonth Sea
between German wand Brijii¥Piwar-
ships, or unequal size, "the 'British
opened a long distance fire which
amazeq him.

Captan: Bartenbach, commander of
the submarine bases in Flanders, de.
scribed the U-boat warfara. He saigq
that in 1915 and 1916 hardly anything
could harm the submarines, but in
1917 the work of* the submarlne be-
came more difficult because the
British inventions, such as listening
stations, from which it was possible
to hear any submarine entering the
channel and aso the fast development
of the British flying service  which
made it extremely dangerous for
U-boats.

The situation becams matarially
worse in 1918, The Germans, how-
ever, were able to counteract the
mines to snme extent by sending
aviators over the mine fiells at ebb
t'de, when the mines floated and
could be charted.

Testimony was also given thatthe:
Germans trieq to underestimate, rath- |
er than ‘over-estimate the losﬁeq of
ships they sank. Hach returning of-
ficer reporled minately a$ to the size
and ‘probably tonnage, of' the vessel,
Tlte “admirally  subtracted ten pﬁr
cent,

Captain Barlnnh'u'h said that lha
admiralty deducted one ; hundred
thousand tons monthly for destruc-
tion by mine. In hig opinion the sub-
marine warfare had been daclared too
early, as Germany was not ready ana
did not have sufficient U-hoats. Ger-
many had cnly about thirteen bo'n«,
he saig in February, 1916,
