They have declared,
under oath, before the magistrate, that
this order was actually issued on the
26th of August and that, in accord-
ance with it, all French wounded
found that day, were at once despatch-
ed. Officers, and notably Captain
Curtius, personnally, of the 112th
Regiment, superintended the execu-
tion!
