Premier Campbell: “I.think the
position of this Province can be
briefly stated. It is somewhat
different from those of the other
two provinces, partly owing to our
geographical situation, our size
and financial situation, -

“The first question propounded
by your Lordship was as to whe-
ther any _administrative saving
could be effected. My opinion is
definitely to the contrary so far as
this Province is concerned. There
may be some advantage to be
gained by the union of Nova Sco-
tia and New Brunswick, but I am
not able to speak for those prov-
inces. From the point of view of
Prince Edward Island I emphatic-
ally believe that no saving could

effected.

“I do not think the number of
duties of the present public ser-
vice could be decreased to any
extent whatever by our forming
part of a larger provincial unit, I
think the services which we main-
tain, particularly with regard to
civil service, are maintained at an
absolute minimum, and could not
be decreased even if we were mere-
ly a branch of another adminis-
tration.

“The salaries and remunerations
paid to these officials could cer-
tainly not be decreased, and If
they were raised to the average
standard of the other provinces,or
even to the average of the Mari-
time Provinces, there would be an
increase of expenditure rather than
a decreasé. =

Costlier Legislation

“So far as legislation is con-
cerned, the cost to this Province is
trifling. If we formed a part of a
Maritime Union our thirty mem-
bers might concelvably be ‘reduced
to ten, but the $400 sessional in-
demnity which they now receive,
or even the $600 indemnity pro-
posed in the minimum budget,
would have to be largely increased,
because the members would then
have a much larger territory to
serve, and in addition they would
have a longer distance to travel.
They would be farther from home
and their expenses would be
greater.

“From the general point of view,
I am afrald that this Province
would stand to lose. We feel that
we do suffer in Dominion-Provin-
cial relations by our‘' numerical
and  geographjcal insignificance, but
at the same time perhaps we gain
by maintaining a certain amount
of prestige on account of being a
provincial unit. We should lose
that to a large degree by joining
a Maritime Union. We also feel
that on account of our smallness
we should form a rather insignifi-
cant part of such a Union, and
would have just as great difficulty
in obtaining our proper rights as
we now conceive that we have in
obtaining them from the Domin-
jon Government,

“The third and possibly the
greatest difficulty would be the
adjustment of provincial debt. The
provincial debt of this Province is
approximately $59 per capita, I
understand that the corresponding
provincial debt of the other pro-
vinces is $150, or perhaps more,

“In addition, the other Maritime
Provinces have, I believe, quite a
considerable municipal debt, which
would be added to the provincial
debt in a calculation of that kind.

“I do not see how the matter
could be adjusted, and I am very
much afraid that any adjustment
