DOCTOR COOKED CANCER

PHILADELPHIA, Sept. 28—More
operations than were ever before per-
formed in any one day in any city in
this country was performed to-
day in Philadelphia. One hun-
dred and eighty-three cases en-
gaged the energies of 69 distin-
guish surgeons in thirty-nine dif-
ferent hospitals. Almost as many
operations will be performed to-
morrow, the last day of the 65th
annual meeting of the Medical So-
ciety of the State of Pennsylvania.

Nine of the operations today
were an illustration of different
methods of removing cancer. The
most sensational feat,, performed
for ‘the first time in this section of
the.country, was that of Dr. J.
Piercey, of Galesburg, 11, who, by
the application of a heated needle,
succeeded in destroying a cancerous
growth in the abdomen. Hundreds
of surgeons flocked to the amphi-
theatre of the Methodist hospital to
see Dr. Percey perform his operation.
‘When they ‘came out many
said they believed that he had solv-
ed the cancer problem. Dr. Percey,
with a quick incision, opened the
abdominal tract of the patient, a
woman. He first applied a low de-
gree of eat, less than a burning
temperatre, increasing it until his
hand, incased in a medium weight
rubber glove, could not stand the
touch of the needle which he was
applying to the malignant growth.
The heat finally reached 120 de-
grees Fahrenheit,

‘The wholesale operating started
at 7.30 this morning, and was not
concluded until after six o’clock to-
night. Three thousands physicians
and surgeons, at a rough estimate
witnessed the operations. So far
as is known every operation was
successful  The University of
Pennsylvania hospital was the scene
of the greatest number, 27, which
included everything from the treat-
ment of the most intricate cases of
abdominal cancer to the setting of
bones and the grafting of skin.

BERLIN COMMENT ON BATTLE
RAGING ON WESTERN FRONT.

BERLIN, Sept. 30.— (Wireless to
Sayville)—“German newspapers all
point out the importance of the battle
now in progress on the western front,’

1says the Overseas News Agency.

“The struggle is being carried on
tenaciously and up to the present
time all the violent attacks of the en-
emy have failed. The losses of the en-
emy have been gigantic, but the
fighting is still under way and a final
decision has not been reached.”

“The newspapers say it is useless
to minimize the importance of the
struggle, but they point out that the
German nation can well look into the
future with confidence and trust in
the bravery and devotion of the Ger-
man army, which is resisting heroi-
cally the enemy’s well organized ef-
forts.” .

.LONDON, Oct. 11.— General Kuro-
patkin has been appointed chief of th
Russian . Grenadier Corps, according
to a Reuter despatch from Petro-
grad.

When Emperor Nicholas assumed
supreme command of the Russian
military forces -in succession to
Grand Duke Nicholas, it was report-
ed from Berlin that the actual con.
trol of the army had been placed in
the experienced hands of General
Kuropatkin and General Polivanoff,
Minister of War.

If the report from Petrograd re-
garding General Kuropatkin is true,
it means a somewhat remarkable re-
versal of public opinion in Russia re-
garding a military leader, who was
disgraced because of the failure of
Russian arms in the war with Japan.

LONDON, Sept. 20.—At a confer-

organizations of the country at which
Premier Asquith and Earl Kitchener
discussed the military situation with
them, the belief was expressed that
the number of men required for the
army, navy and munitions work, in
order to carry out the war success-
fully, could be obtained by the volun-
tary enlistment system. The labour
councils decided to organize a special
recruiting campaign throughout the
country.

At the meeting at which 'the Prem-
ier and Earl Kitchener addressed the
men, Earl Kitchener expressed a pre-
fence for a continuation of volunteer
system and the conference of labour
leaders suggested that voluntary re-
cruiting would be more successful if
the Government would state frankly,
as far as was compatible with ~ the
public interests, what already had
been done by voluntary means and
what were the present and future
needs, and would insist upon em-
ployers no longer preventing their
men from enlisting.

The campaign of labour representa-
tives to secure enlistments will in-
clude meetings of workmen in the in-
dustrial centres, the systematic cir-
culation  through trades unions and
other labor organizations of special re-
cruiing literature, and the sending of
deputations to the Labor Council and
other organizations to explain the
needs of the country.

mentary Labor party.
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GERMANY TRIED TO CREATE
HOLY WAR IN EMPIRE

OTTAWA, Spt. 25.—Mr, James P.
McNaughton, a graduate of Queen’s
University and the director of the
American College at Constantinople,
who has spent 25 years in Turkey
and left thefe on June 28th, ad-
dressed the Canadian Club last night.
He stated that Germany’s main rea
son for seeking the alliance with
Turkey was that she might encourage
and stir up the menace of a holy
war on the part of Moslems in the
various countries and thus seriously
embarrass Britain,

This attempt was more diabolical
in character than any of the atroci-
ties which the Germans had commit-
ted in the war. The holy war fell
flat, and it was a most  bitter dis-
apointment .to the Germans. There
were 56 millions of Moslems - in 1In-
dia and more in Egypt, but for some
reason they refused to rise up. The
declaration of Bulgarian neultrality.
Mr. McNaughton said, meant that
Turkey would be able to remove 150-
000 soldiers from about Adrianople
and send them to the Dardanelles. It
also meant that when the German
had forced a way through Serbia,
Bulgaria would let them pass through
to the south. They would make the
excuse that they could ' not resist,
and wanted to avoid the fate of Bel-
gium and Poland This would make a
very grave situation for the British
and French in the Dardanelles cam-
paign. They might be able to get
through to Constantinople first, es-
pecially if Greece and Roumania join-
ed the allies. )
