One of the main feat-
ures of the year just closed is
the tendency to market lambs co-
operatively and on a rail graded
basis. This system of marketing
has been encouraged by both the
Federal and Provincial = Depart-
ments in an effort to rail grade
lambs on the same basis as that
which has existed for a consider~
able time for hogs. It is felt that
this system will create an enliven-
ed Interest in flock improvement.

Quite a substantial number of
lambs, particularly from coopera-
tive organizations in the western
art of the Island, have been go-
ng to market on this basis and
the general results have been ex-
ceedingly favourable as far as the
sheeP producer is concerned. With
the Incentive of better returns and
