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Britain's War

On the 1st of January a visual picture of
Britain's war effort was made public — a sel-
ection from the charts prepared for the use of
the British Chiefs of Staff during the war.
Some of the diagrams reproduce in graphic
form information already published as statis-
tics, for example the mobilization of man-
power, the high proportion of United King-
dom casualties, Britain's enormous munitious
produckies, her drastic reduction of exports and
imports amd the great increase year by year in
the guantities of home grown foodstuffs. One
diagram underlnes the fact that the United
Kingdom consumption of all foods was dras-
tically reduced during the war, except for milk,
potatoes, vegetables and grain,

Perhaps of the greatest interest .are the
diagrams presenting facts hitherto not available.
Britain’s heavy burden in maintaining the free-
dom of the seas for Allied shipping is shown in
a diagram of new building and losses of major
British war vessels during the war. Five battle-
ships, totalling 175,000 totis were built, but five
battleships of almost equal tonnage were lost.
Twenty-eight cruisers were built, twe ty-eight
lost. 271 destroyers were builf, 133 lost. 157
submarines were built, 71 lost. The grim story
of the Allies’ merchant shipping losses, which
exceeded new construction in almost every month
of the war till May 1042, is the subject of an-
other series of tables. In one month, losses ex-
ceeded new construction by 650,000 tons. But
from mid-1942 the tide rapidly turned, and
British shipping during the last year of the war
remained steadv at a total of about fifteen mit-
lion tons, though as result of the concentration
of merchant shipbuilding in America, U. S. ton-
nage was more than double.

Another series of diagrams compares the
wgight of bombs dropped on enemy and occu-
pied territory by R. A. F. Bomber Command
with the tonnage dropped on Britain. In Septem-
ber 1940, the Germans dropped nearly ten thous-
and tons on Britain, compared with just over
two thousand dropped by the R.AF. but this

-German peak effort pales into insignificance be-

side the neerlv seven times as great tonnage
dropped by the R.AF. in August 1044 and
March 1045. And in the latter month the U.
S. Eighth Airforce bombers dropped almost as
heavy a weight as the R.AF.

. A diagramn of the flying bomb attacks on
Britain emphasizes the severity of the first
eleven weeks of these attacks, from June to
August 1944, and the increasing proportion des-
troyed by Britain’s anti-aircraft guns. The
cumulative totals show six thousand people kil-
led in Britain by flying bombs. The diagram for
the long range 1ockets shows over two thousand
seven hundred killed by this weapon between
September 1044 and March 1945. From an-
ogher diagram, it is clear that more civilians were
killed and wounded in Britain than the numbers
of killed and wounded in either the Royal Navy
or the R.AAF, Finally, one intercsting diagram
s.h(')ws the steady increase in both the cost of
lx.vmg and the weekly wage rates in Britain up
?tll the beginning of 1941, when the cost of liv-
ing began to assume a fairly constant level, main-
tained until the end of the war at about thirty
per cent abeve the pre-war level, while wage
rates continued to increase until at the end of
the war they were about fifty per cent above the
pre-war level,

Banffshire Makes Proéress

1 one looks at a coloured map of Scotland,
one finds in the hump that sticks out into the
North Sea a county shaped rather like a Santa
Claus stocking—that is Banffshire.

Itehas given birth to an ex-
traordinary aumber of famous men—not only
industrialists, pioncers, and men of business
James  Gordon
Bennett, the founder of thet New York Times,
but also scholars and students like Thomas
Ruddiman, who was the doyen of humanists in
the eighteenth century, and John Strachan, who
can lay strong claims to be regarded as the
greatest classical scholar of our time. And just
recently there died Sir John Ledingham, the
head of the Lister Institute and one of Brit-
ain’s leading medical figures. There is a pas-
gion for education in the county, For 56,000 in-
habitants there are no fewer than seven second-
g‘{ schools, probably the highest proportion in

itain, if not in the world. One of these
schools, set in the midst of a business commun-

Banff artisans like to turn out what
might be called industrial precision work, and,
previous to the war, there was a big demand
for such tools as their cutting machines for
steel plates and bars. Since the war they have
had contracts for many hundreds of these for
Government Training Centres all over the
country.

N Yrom uext Autumn a  comprehensive,
free National Advisory Service will be avail-
able to the farmers of England and Wales. Be-
fore the war technical advice was provided by
county councils who handed over to the War
Agricultural Lxecutive Committees. Now the
Ministry of Agriculture will be abl¢ to co-
ordinate and direct all the advice given to farm-
ers and stimulate activity where necessary. In
this work the County Committees will continue
to play a vital part, and close collaboration will
contintte with the agricultural education staffs
of the county councils and with the agriculs
tural departments of the Universities and col
leges. The plan for the new service is based on

the division of England and Wales into eight

provinces. At the head of the team of some
fifteen hundred specialists to be enrolled in the
new service witl be Mr. James Scott-Watson,
the well-known writer ‘on British agriculture,
who was, duting the war, British Agriculttire
Attache at Washington after having been Pro+
fessor of Agriculture at Edinburgh and Pro-
fessor of Rural Economy at Oxford, In each
province there will be specialists to advise on
entomology, plast pathology, soil chemistry,
bacteriology, as well as nutrition chemjstry,
animal, orop and poultry husbandry, grassland

farm machinery and farm build-
ings. Under provincial specialists will work
county soientific experts who may be described
as the “general practitiomers” of the scheme.
The scheme also includes a programme of ex-

imental work with experimental farms and
