A query from a P. BE. Island party
'to a Montreal paper aslod for rem-
edy in the - following case:—Birch
trees have a white scale over them,
starting at trunk of tree and works
up the branches. They are very small
and oval in shape and can be rubbed
off easily. Also in leaves are green
worms about 3-4 to 1 inches in leng-
th which eat at leaves, and causing
them to wither and frequently mals:
cobwebs among the branches.’”’Many
will be interested in the reply re-
ceived which' follows’ ‘“We cannot in-
dentify for a certainty the inzects
from your descriptionr, and must ask
you to send specimens for further
examination. In 1896 Dr. Fletcher
found some aper birch trees at Char-
lottetown slightly infested with a
white scale insect which Mr. Cooley
of Amherst described as Chionaspis
lintneri  betulae. It may be that
these are the scale-like objects to
which you allude. Again, we have
come across birch trees with small,
white waxy excretions upon the)
trunks. Unless carefully examined
these: might easily be mistaken for
scale insects. With regard to the oth-
er insects affecting the leaves I am
under the impression that there are
three different forms. Those eating
the leaves may be one of the Rirch
saw-flies; those causing the witherinzy
of the leaves may be birch-leal min-
ers; while those forming cobwebs on
the branches may be fall web-worms.
Actual examinations of specimens
would, .. settle the matter. There is
gscarcely any direct practicable rem-
edy for the injuries done by these in-
sects. Cleaning up the fallen leaves
and burning them will kill many of
the leaf insects, and will therefore
tend to improve matters. Spraying
the trunks with whale-oil soap solu-
tion in early spring will control the
scale insects.”’
