At Mateur

Mateur, small Tunis and town
which United States forces en=
tered today in their drive toward
the great naval base of Bizerte, is
more important than i size would
indicate because of the railroads
and highways that centre there.

Rallroads lead northward from
Mateur to Ferryville, the dynamo
of the Bizerte naval base. On the
southwest they run to the inland
town of Nebeur, crossing the vital
Tebessa-to-Tunis line. From west
to east, other rail lines pass through
Mateur from tihe border port of
Tabarka to the Tunisian Capital of
Tunis and beyond.

Roads, both large and small,
radiate from Mateur in all direct-
fons, with highways connecting it
with Bizerte, Tunis and other im=
portant coastal and inland points.

The town of Mateur and its ime
mediate environs had a pre-war
ponulation of about 4,000, one-
third of whom were Itallans. The
old city still is enclosed by the
walls of the Roman period.
