The two or three million of the
non-Chinese folk who survive in
Kewichow afford one of the most
interesting living racial problems
known to science. They have not
been studied scientifically. Casual
and infrequent visitons bring back
reports of types resembling the
Gurkha, the South ‘Sea Islander,
and the American Indian, of tribes
which thresh grain on roof tops as
in the Holy Land; of others that
fly “prayer flags” on fortified
castles, and of some where com-
batants, armed with blunderbuss-
es, broad ewords and bags of
stones, settle their disputes in
horseback style.

Visits Among Them.

Midway between Kewichow and
Yunnan provinces, scenes of theee
explorations and discoveries, lies
the greater province of Szechwan,
also touching Tibet and having fts
own noniChinese “tribeg people.”
\Among these strange and little
known folk is travelling regularly
a Canadian, bent on _missionary
work rather than on ethnologcial
or botanical study.
