Second® Reckon—
everything that belongs to Christ be-
longs to us; Christ’'s merits are
counted unto us; every fact in the life
of Christ is reckoned to be a factor
in ours. Third: Yield—yield our-
selves unto God; keep on presenting
ourselves to God, renewing our vows.
