At the quarterly meeting of the
PEI Fish and Game Protection
held at Charlottetown last Thurs-
day night in a proposed amend-
ment to The Game Act, a resolu-
tion was passed requesting the
Government to pass legislation
whereby all male residents of the
province over 16 erea.rs of age, (ex-
cept farmers, their sons, and hired
help hunting on their own or ad-
joining property), be required to
purchase a hunting licence costing
one dollar per year for the privil-
eg of hunting game in the province
and that all urban residents of the
province be required to purchase
an_angling litense at a cost of one
dollar (farmers exempted) for the
privilege of angling for trout or
salmon in the province.
