twenty dollars ($20.00)—

Permits can be procured at Publicity Office, Char-
lottetown, costing two dollars ($2.00)—

The sale, purchase or
where procured is prohibited, providing however, that
any non-resident leaving the Province may take away the
lawful catch of two days’ fishing if the shipment is ac-
companied by a certificate to that effect from either the
local ‘fishery officer in whose district the fish were caught,
or from the local station agent adjacent to the Iocality in
which they were caught.
