and ghelled Nankin on January 1st,
Fighting was 'renewed around
Shanghali on the 6th with danger to
the international settlement.. The
Chinese however gallantly held the
Woosung forts that guard Shang-
hal, and on February 19th an at-
tack by Japan along a sixteen mile
front was repulsed. An agreement
between China and Japan was
reached at the beginning of March
and although Japan refused to make
any ooncessions in Manchuria quiet
reigned. A Commission headed by
Lord Lytton brought in a report on
Beptember 4th attacking thé puppet
state which Japan had set up in
Manchuria and his . report Japan
attacked very bitterly, The ILeague
urged the adoption of the Lytton
report in the face of Japan's pro-
tests, Two men of oytstanding in-
fluence met death during the year.
Suyoshi Inukai, Premier of Japan,
was assassinated and General Ma
Bhan the great overlord of Man-
churia was slain by Japanese’ forces.

The year just closing has seen a
change in the government of Ger-

suspended and Germany is living
under a stern dictatorship, The
popular idol, Field Marshall Hinden-
burg was re-elected president with
a clear majority on the second bal-
lot over his opponent Adolph Hit-
ler, leader of the Nazis or German
Fascists who has been the stormy
petrel of German politics during the
year. The Reichstag: re-assembled
early in the year after four months
and stormy scenes soon take place.
The attacks on Chancellor Bruening
grew in bitterness untili he ‘was
forced out of office to be Succeeded
by von Papen who formed a Gov-
ernment to whom Hindenburg gave
powers which amounted to an ab-
solute dictatorship, The elections on
July 31st were violent. 26 dead and|
200 wounded was the day's toll.
Adolph Hitler increased his strength
but the Centrist Coalition still re-
tained power. Hitler demanded the
Chancellorship but was refused. In
November von Schie:lier, Minister of
War, became Dictator of Germany
by suspension of the Constitution.

United States

This has been election year in
United States and the campaign
for the presidency and the new mem-
bers of Congress and the Senate
have dominated the news in thas
country. Mr. Hoover declared his
intention to run again at the close
of 1931 and with Mr. Curtiss as
Vice-President he ' received official
nomination for the Republican
Party ‘at their regular convention.
There was some uncertainty at the
time as to whether Mr, Al Smith
or Mr. Franklin Roosevelt would
obtain the Demccratic nemination,
but the convention was overwhelm:
ing in favour of Mr .Roosevelt who
is a distant cous’n of the former
President Roosevelt and he obtain-
ed the nomination with-Mr—Garner
as_vice-president.
