in the province of Quehec have been
recently published by the Federal
Bureau of Statistics at Ottawa. An
exchange institutes. a comparison
between the number of convictions
for durnkenness in Ontario and
Québec, the one province being un-
der. a prohibitory law while in the
other the sale of liquor is carried
on under government control.  The
comparison is made to show 11,370
convictions in Ontario and 6,250 in
Quebee during the year 1923. The
larger number of convictions in On-
tario iz being used to enforce the
argument for repeal of the Ontario
Temperance” Act.

The comparison is not a fair one.
Ontario has a population 837,000
greater than that of Quebec. What
is ‘more important is that the peo-
ple of Quebec are mainly of the
French race, who are much less ad-
dicted to excess In drinking than
are those of English, Scottish or
Irish blood. Another point of im-
portance is that there are many
more ‘cities' and towns in Ontario
than in Quebec and it is in the cit:
{es and towns where there are- pol-
fce that the great majority of ar-
rests -and convictions for drunken:
'nesy ,ate made. Before the days of
prohibition, for the reagons above
tated there were always many
more convictions for inebriety in
the U;q.:er than in the Lower prov-
fice. 'The difference of racial stock
and in making arvests and impos-
ing penalties are so great as to
make the published figures prac-
tically of very little value.
