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Ontario Liberals Quit

At least twelve. Ontario Liberal , members
of the last Parliament of Canada have decided
not to seek re-clection on June 11. Two of
these have received appointment to permanent
places, but the others are returning to the status
of private citizens, a shift, notes the Toronto
Telegram, seldom palatable to those who have
tasted of rthe honors and emoluments of public
office—sitting in the llouse of Commons,
travelling on a railway pass and hob-nobbing
with the great in Ottawa’s society, Only an
overwhelming conviction that the electors have
no further use for their services and would turn
thumbs down on them at the polls will wean
most politiclans  from  seeking re-election. )

Two Onuario cabinet ministers are dropping
out of the race. Hon. Norman A. McLarty, who
was Secretary of State, will not again contest
Issex West at the election. Postmaster-General
William Mullock has decided his health will not
perniit the entry of his candidature in the North
York riding which he has represented since
1934, The name of Mulock carrying Liberal
colors has been a historic one in this constitu-
ency and its disappearance in the present cam-
paign will place a handicap on the Liberal org-
anization there.

*n Toronto, two ridings, Trinity and Spa-
dina, have heen vacated by their representatives
in the last DParliament.  Arthur Roebuck has
withdrawn to the safe shelter of the Senate and
Sam Factor has accepted appointment as a
county judge. Both gentlemen may have read
the swing of the political weather vane and re-
membered the oM saying, any port in a storm,

Not all the Ontario Liberal members of the
late Parliament were so fortunate. W. R,
Tomlinson of Bruce failed of renomination at
the party convention and similar fate has over-
taken Dr. J. K. Blair in Wellington North. The
list of voluntary retirements from public life
of Liberal members in the Nineteenth Par-
liament is quite extensive. William A. (Billy)
Fraser will not again contest Northumberland.
Arthur Slaght, K. C.. who represented Parry
Sound, is not a candidate. The veteran mem-
ber for Lambton West, Ross Gray is dropping
out and so is S. Murray Clark, of Essex South.

The sage of Pickering, William H. Moore, is
retiring; a very definite loss to the councils of
the nation.  Still another retirement is Fred
Sanderson of Perth. Mr. Sanderson has not
enjoved the best of health. In Eglinton, Fred
Hoblitzell carried this predominantly Conserva-
tive riding into the Liberal column in 1040 but
he is not a candidate this time. Mr. Hoblitze!]
found little that was to his liking in the methads
of the Mackenzie King Government. The eper-
getic and capable Progressive Conservative,
Donald Fleming, will return Eglinton to the
Conservative fold in the present election, the
Telegram predicts.

Mr. King And Japan

Prime Minister Churchill told the oritish
House of Commons that conscription of men
for the British armed forces will continue dur-
ing the war against Japan; added that con-
scription “is essential to provide for the re-
allocation of manpower to relieve men who
have served long periods, and to provide man-
power for armics fighting Japan and occupy-
ing Germany.’

He means more business, clearly, says the
Ottawea Journal, than our Mr. Mackenzie King,
whose plan of fighting Japan amounts to little
more than not stopping anybody among us who
wants to fight Japan — with the result that
our part against the Japs must be highly un-
certain and, inevitably, unequal in sacrifice.

The Toronto Star, defending, or apologiz-
ing for, this policy, says: “He (Mr. King) has
said in effect to men and women all over Can-
ada: If vour man in the armed forces wants

to come homie and stay home, he can do so.
We will rely upon the men in uniform who will
