GENERAL ASSEMBLY
VOTES ON UNION

KINGSTON, Ont,, June 8—By an
unprecedented vote of 368 to 74, the
Presbyterian general assembly agreed
this afternoon to send the question of
Church union to the congregations and
Preshyteries. Great enthusiasm was
manifested when this decision was an-
nounced. The returns, as compared
with those of the last assembly, show
a large gain for churgh union. The
best vote secured at last year's assen-
bly against union was 29 per cent,
this year the “antis’ got 18.7 per cent.
of the assembly.

The Rev. Dr. D. D. McLeod, of Bar-
rie, leader of the party oppesing the
union, presented in detail the views
of the minority. The retiring moder-
ator, the Rev. Dr. W. T. Herridge,
presided.

Dr. Herridge was in uniform as a
chaplain of the Canadian forces.

Dr. McLeod presented a motion for
the minority, recommending in effect,
that no further steps be taken in re-
gard to union at the present time,

“Dr. Falconer said we should learn
some things from the Germans. Said
Dr. McLeod, “I am in no mood to
learn anything from the Germans, [
do not think this is a time for men to
say such things.”

“Instead of telling us how the Ger-
mans are,” said the speaker, “we
should damn in every way possible,
the murderers. We were told that
we were not to waste. Have the Ger-
mars wasted nothing? Did they not
waste Belgium?" ' :

Dr. Falconer said this was a pro-
vidential war. He probably meant
that it was providential for the union
committee, stated Dr. McLeod, amid
laughter. He did not think there was
much to be learned from the Germans.
The lesson to be. learned from poli-
tics was co-operation, not union. Pre-
sident Falconer’s hombs were of the
kind that did not explode. No one
was frightened by them. Christ never
intended the church to be a physical
unit; there should be variety in
unity.

In conclusion he said:
present the minority, like our: brave
Canadian soldiers, propose to hold
the trench that has been committed
to our keeping.”

The Rev. Thomas F. Fullerton, D.D.,
Charlottetown, seconded the recom-
mendation of the minority. He claim-
ed that the suggested union could not
be compared to the union of forty
years ago in the Presbyterian church.
In the event of a large immigration it
was doubtful if the Presbyterian im-
migrants would be cotennt to enter
the new union church,

Rev. Dr. John Neill, Toronto, said
they were going to take the best ma-
terial out of the three churches, and
he believed that Presbyterians would
form the bulk.

Rev, Dr. Campbell, Montreal, raised
the question of the legality of the
basis of union as to property.

A cablegram from Rev. John Prin-
gle, chaplain with the Canadian forces
in England, was read advocating
union.

Rev. Dr. Herridge said he did not
believe in a truce. This war time was
the best time to bring the question
fo an issue. If he had started out on
his tour of the Dominion last year as
an opponent of union, that tour would
have converted him. He had learned

The evening session was taken up
by discussion on the social service
and evangelism report, which stated
that the year had been the best the
department had ever had, but the sup-
port was still inadequate and there
was a large deficit.

Principal McKay, of Vancouver, in
moving a resolution denouncing the
political patronage system, said that
there were elders in the church who
ought to be expelled on acocunt of
their corrupt pmctlce in politics and

A resolution was also passed com-
mending the progress of temperance
in the western provinces, and ex-
pressing regret' that the governments
in the east have not gone further in
thig direction. .
