Jacqmotte's
cries, ran away. Innocent men were
arrested and put in prison, but set
free when no evidence could be fourd
against them.

J
Noting ‘the fact that both in.eaces
and in classes this decrease gseems to
corréespond with the increase in
standard of civilization, and is evident-
ly not to be prevented or even hin-
dered by legislation, he proceeds to
question whether it is really so great
an evil as it appears. It is easy to say
the world belongs to the greater num-
ber. Perhaps this formula was more
applicable to the ancient world.
“The complications of our civiliza-
tion call for the power both of individ-
uality and knowledge more  than for
the strength of numbers. Nowadays a
bright idea of one individual which
becomes materialized Iin new Inven-
tions i1s worth more than the dark pow-
er of a multitude. . . . Today the in-
dividual dominates more than he was
ever known to have done.”

In conclusion he argues that we
should do our utmost to ralse the in-

dividual power of the rising genera-
tion, as a population “medioeral in
numbers, but individually highly de-

veloped, will he alile to dlsperse all the
fears that rise against us from the
statistics of simple figures.”
