Major League club owmers today
met the challenge of Unionism and
Mexican League raids by comply-
ing with an unprocedented player
demand for an improved contract
and by authorizing player repre-
sentation on haseball's governing
body for the *irst time.

Most significant of the conces-
sions which rilled 40 typewrittem
pages was establishment of an ex-
ecutive council which will include
a player delegate from each league
to replace the old advisory coun-
cil, The old counci includcd oriy
Commissioner A.B. Chand'~r ana
Presidents Will tarridge and Ford
Frick of the American and Na-
tional Leagues respectively

In addition to the two players,
the new council will be composed
of Chandler, Frick Harridge and
owner repres:ntetives, Larry Mac-
Phaill of New York Yankees and
Warren Giles of Cincirmat, Reds
Its word will he final in all base-
ball matters, subject to approval
by the annual joiat meeting of the
majors.

Pending formal organizaion of
the council, negotiations between
owners and nlayers will ccntinue
to be cordducted by a policy com-
mittee, headed by MacPrail. It
will meet with the players’ own
six-member steerlag commi.tee *‘as
soon as possible” to consicter the
contract as it was revised today.

The owners deviated from con-
tract discussions long enough to
approve a 198-game schedule for
1947. They explained that in this
year's standard 154-game card
there were some 34 open da.cs. The
extended schedule will start April
15 and end Sent. 28.

HALIFAX, Aug. 28—Unleashing
a barrage of lefts and rights to
the jaw, Bill Tordiglione, Boiton
welterweight, scored a technical
knockcut over Ralph Walton of
Montreal in the third round of a
scheduled 10-round bout here to-
night.

The towel was ithrown in after
two minutes gnd 20 seconds of the
third as Walton barely staggered
up from the canvas after his sec-
cnd count.

Montreal boxers fared hadly on
the card as George Ross of New
Waterford won by a technical
knockout over Irish Eddie Murphy
of Montreal at 2:15 of the third.

Montreal’s Billy Miler made
the third round unanimously dis-
astrous when he was knocked out
by Alvin Upshaw of Halifax at
1:20 of that stanza.

The main bout saw Walton
press from the beginning. using a
neat left jab. He took the first
round on a low punch by Tordig-
lione and was awarded a three-
minute rest.

The Montreal negro began to
slow down at the end of the sec-
ond round.

Tordiglione weighed 146, Wal-
ton, 142.
