Egg Market Statement

In connection with the egg
ket situation, Mr. F. G.

Eggs exported to Britain recent-
ly are paid for on a basis of 37.8
ccnts per dozen for A-large de-
livered at seaboard., This nets the
shipper about .37 cents at Char=
lottetown. There is a considerable
abount of work in connection with
putting up eggs for export. The
eggs have to be sized so that the
extra large eggs are _ excluded
from the shipment to Britain in
order that breaka%: is minim-
ized. Eggs have to individually
stamped with the word “Canada”
—this stamping of-eggs is not a
Canadian Regulation but an order
. of the British Ministry of Food.
All cases have to be wired both
ends and stencilled. Nothing but
good cases can be used in a ship-
ment to Britain.”

. “It is the privilege of giading
stations throughout P.E. I. to put
up eggs in their own station ciz-
ed, stamped and packed for ex-
port, or they can be put up for
export by those firms that assem-
ble such shipments in carlots. This
work costs money and the price
for export has been set at the a-
! bove mentioned quotation.

“Poor grading by country grad-
ing stations results in additional
. works and costs at the assembling
! plants. It should be the endcavour
of all grading stations to be ex-
ceedingly careful in the manner in
which  they pack these eggs,
packing large ends up in every in-
stance, excluding all dirts from
the Grade AAs, using good clean
fillers and flats. Such care on the
| part of grading station operators

would do much to maintain the
price to producers on a basis of

There is a good paper, not too
technical, on “The Sun and
Eclipses,” by Marian Lockwood.

The uniform of the Yeomen is
very picturesque and is in every
respect. a replica of that of 1485.
The main feature is the knee-
length scarlet coat, lavishly pan-
elled with black, and white, pip-
ing. A wide scarlet belt around
the Yeoman's waist is similarly
ornamented, and so is another
shoulder.
On the back of the coat is work-
ed “H.R.” and on the front the
ioral emblems—the rose, sham-
rock, and thistle. Scarlet knee-
breeches, long white stockings,
and low shoes complete the uni-
form. For coll the Yeoman
wears a whit¢,” crimped, Tudor
ruff, and his hat is low-crowned.
with a wide flat brim. Bows of
ribbons adorn his hat, his
breeches and his shoes. His only
weapon is an ancient halbert, with
a tassle attached.

All the Yeomen that I have
seen wore short, pointed beards,
and being oldish men, these were
white, giving their wearers a
rather distinguished look. How-
ever, about two years ago these
veterans began to kick against
the regulations which condemned
them to this hirsute appendage.
Asked why, their reply was
“Our wives say the beards make
us look like Jews!” I did not hear
how the revolt ended, but no
doubt permission to remove the
beards would be granted.

The Chickadee Is a trusting,
friendly bird, and withal of a
merry, cheerful disposition that
makes it deservedly popular. Our
creek is somewhat sheltered and

little flocks of c¢hickadees resort
to 1t all winter long. In the
Spring come other birds which

seem to join the flocks without op-
position.  Amongst them may
sometimes be seen a Hudsonian
Chickadee, the only other species
known to occur on the Island.

Farming in Scotland, A.D. 1705

In Dr. G. M. Trevelyan's “Eng-
lsh Social History”, some space
is given to a consideration of Scot-
tish farming at the beginning of

the eighteenth century. “It was
reckoned that in 1705 Scotland
sold 30,000 cattle into England:

the usual price was something be-
tween £1 and £2 sterling per head.
(This was $6 to $10 nominally but
money was more “valuable” then
—Ag,) The cattle and sheep were
small, even as compared with the
small English beasts of that per-
fod. Their pasture was for the
nfost part unimproved moorland,
and the cattle were shut up at
night for want of fences. Of the

remnant that had not been
