He characterized the war as a
‘“ruthless struggle” which at times
“can be described only as atroc-
lous” as he urged all belligerents to
“show some feeling of charity for
the sufferings of civilian populat-
ions, for defenceless women and
children, for the sick and aged, all
of whom are often exposed to
greater and more widespread perils
of war than those faced by soldiers
at the fronts.”

The introduction of more deadly
weapons, he said, “inevitably re-
sults in their retaliatory use, often
with greater violence by the ene-
my."”

“If already we must lament the
fact that the limits of legitimate
warfare have been repeatedly ex-
ceeded, would not the more wide~
spread use of increasingly barbar-
ous offensive weapons soon transe
form into unspeakable horror?” he
asked,

His call for prayers for peace said
it should be a peace not hased
“upon the oppression and destruc-
tlon of peoples but peace which,
while guaranteeing the honor of
all nations, will satisfy their vital
needs and ensure the legitimate
rights of all.”

Then he spoke of his own efforts
tQ ‘“forestall or shorten the con-
flict, to humanize the methods of
war, to alleviate suffering and to
bring assistance and comfort
the victims of war.”

“But we are saddened to note,
continued, “that there seems
be as yet little likelihood of
appropriate ' realization of peace
that will be just, In accordance
with human and Christian norms.”

Thereupon he urged that prayers
be offered with “ever-increasing
meaning and fervor that a new
spirit may take root and develop
in all peoples” and especlally among
those in power,

‘Nevertheless, Germans fought
only Greek forces along the Bul-,
garian border, sank a hospital
ship and bombed civilan popula-
tion,” the spokesman sald. “The
Germans promised Bulgaria part
of our territory now inhabited
wholly by Greeks and the Bulgar-
ian _radio expressed gratitude.”

The Royal Alr Force was re-
portéd to have inflicted terrific !
damage on German concentrations
along narrow roads following the
mountain valleys. They hombed and
machine-gunned bridges, roads and
tunnels along the Nazi line of
advance, hampering commuuica-
tions and lines of supply.

On the east, where dv1e moun-
tains slope down to the Aegean
Sea, British patrols clashed with
German advance guards between
Yanitza and the coast.
