Brief Outline
0f New Public
Welfare Dept.

The following details of the new
Provincial Department cf Public
Welfare, whica was organized on
Oct. 1 iast, will be reaa with gen-
eral interest.

The uUepartment was designed,
primarily, to bring under one
control all the varlous organiza-
tions, institutions and dpartments
within the Province concerned. in
one way or another, with the gen-
eral welare, healgh and betterment
of the citizens ¢f Prince Edward
Island.

The Public Departments Act of
the Province, passed in the year
1030, provided for a Department
of Government to be called the
Department of _Public Welfare,
over which a Minister of the
Crown, styled the Minister of Pub-
lic Welfare, was to preside. The
crganization of the Department,
in conformity with such statute,
was authorized by a Minute of tae
Licutenant-Governcr - in-Council
datcd 2Tth September, 1045. It
authorized the Department of Pub-
lic Welfare to administer the fol-
lowing statutes: (1)  The
Health Act, (2) The Prince Edward
Island Old Age ons Act, (3)
The Children’s Act, (4) The Vital
Statistics Act .and (5) The Elec-
trical Inspection Act.

It further placed under the jur-
isdiction of the Department the
