The three schools comprising
the Charlottetown Army Cadet
Battalion will train independently

In conversation with cadet of-
ficials at the varlous schools, it
w:s learned that Queen Square
will train 205  boys, West Kent
about 160 and Prince Street 70.
Chlef instructors at Queen Square
and Prince Street are Lieut. J. W.
Croken and Lt.-Col. L, W. Low-
ther respectively. The name of
West Kent's chlef instructer was
not readily available.

As far es could be ascertained,
six instructors- will handle the two
Queen Square companies. West
Kent will have five and Prince
Street two. In addition to male
members of the teaching staffs
Henry Murnaghan will have charge
of small arms training at Queen
Square, while Ralph Dumont will
assist  the Chief Instructor at
Prince Street.

The training, part of which will
be performed in school hours, will
be varled with actual dril} oec-
cupylng only a small portion of
the course. Tt will extend right
through the winter months until
inspection, sometime in  June.
After that amyone wishing to at-
tend C:det Camp at Aldershot
may do SO, .
It was learned from chief in-
structor Croken at Queen Sauare
that a Cadet N.C.O's and Officers
course would be available for his
cadets sometime in January.
Whether similar courses for cadets
of the other schools will coincide
with Queen Square’s was not de-
finitely known. The course will be
given by the Asst. Instructor from
C-1et Service at Hallfax,
