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The Quebec Lottery.

The final disposition of the Quebec

Lottery has at last been decided upon.
It is in the nature of a compromise as it
is to be permitted to op:rate until July
7th next. The history of the lottery and
the reason for the compromise is set forth
by the Quebec correspondent of the
Mogtreal Gazstte. It appears that
lotteries in Quebec existed in virtue of
the general law of the province which
permits the Lieutensnt-Governor-in-
council to give special permits for the
operation of these lotteries. The Mercier
Government issued an order-in counil
dated June, 1890, giving the St. Jean
Baptiste society of Montreal power to
work a lottery to aid in the coustruction
of a national monument. This society,
finding that it had no powers under its
charter to run a lottery, farmed out its
privilege to H. A. A. Brault, of Montreal.
The contract was entered into between
the St. Jean Baptiste society and Brault
by which the latter secured the whole
profits, out of which he agreed to pay the
society 85,000 a year for five years and
810,000 for the other five years. The
result was that while the society got
$5,000 a year, Brault realized a profit of
from $30,000 to $50,000 a year. When
the new DeBoucherville Government ar-
rived in power they decided to trample
under foot every lottery because they
thought the principle was very bad and
demoralizing to the people at large.

The Government at once suppressed
five or six little lotteries, but when the
question of St. Jean Baptiste lottery came
up they came across the contract referred
to above and found that Brault had made
an advance of $30,600 on account of the
contract by which he was to pay $10,000
a year for the last five years.

Rather than kill the society’s scheme,
begun o the faith of the order-of-council,
the government decided to grant certain
citizens of Montreal the privilege for a
few months to operate the lottery on
their own responsibility provided the
profits go to the society for the building

Handreds, and perhaps
thousands of our people, will during these
months practice for the firat tima the vice
of gambling, and scores will probably
become more or less degraded and de-
moralizad for the rest of their livesas a
result. It would have been cheaper for
the province if the Government had
directly subsidized the St. Jean Baptiste
Society out of the funds of the treasury.
To continue a running sore on the body
politic, to sanction a festering and poison-
ing vice for months in order to emable &
society to raise a national monument, is
surely a most uneconomical as well as
unrighteous policv. The St. Jean Baptiste
Society should have been thrown upon
their own honest resources at once. A
national monument raised with the pro-
ceeds of the price of indulgence in sanc-
tioned vize is surely likely .o be anything
bat a source of good inspiration for future
generations of French Canadians. Itis
sure to be called the *“Lottery monument”
and will perpetuate the memory of the
vice of the people and the folly of a gov-
ernment rather than the patriotism of a
race. If the French Canadian people
were wise they would redeem their
“ pational monmment” by voluntarily
subscribing the whole cost of it, and then
it would be a monument of the virtue
instead of the vice of their race.

out any of the reforms they advocated.
They have neither the moral courage
or grasp of mind or strength of will
necessary to introduce reforms.
