Is This AlI'?

According to the Supplementary Estimates

tabled yesterday by Finance Minister Dunning
in the House of Commons, $40,000,000 is to be
expended on new work-creating projects in ad-
dition to appropriations of almost the same sum
in the main Lstimates.
More than §7,000,000 is to be spent on special
projccts of harbour and river development, in-
cluding substantial construction outlays for har-
bour improvement at Halifax, Saint John, Que-
bec, Montresl, Toronto, Hamilton and Vancou-
Ver.

No reference appears to the anticipated vote
for Cherlottetown harbour improvements,

Nor is 1l anything for the bridge projects
advocated an unemplovment zelief measure
in this P'rovince.

Cur totnl appropriation under “harbours and

rivers” is R221,200, of which $130,000 is merely
a revote for the \Wood Islands harbour project,
and £12.300 a revote for a boat harbour at Basin
Head.

Qur total appropriation under the heading

“public buildings” is $6,500, which presumal)'y
is for the alterations alreadv made to the Post
Oftice building. This out of an estimated expen-
diture for all Canada of some seven million

dollars.

Our readers will anxiously await further de-
tails, in the hope and expectation that we have
not again been ignored in the matter of unem-
plovment relief projects, as would appear from
today’s despatches to be the case,

Tunnel Project Revived

Tunnel communication between Prince FEd-
ward Island and the mainland has again come
into the spotlight as a scheme worthy of serious
consideration.  Years ago, this project was
mooted by some of our far-seeing citizens, but
with the development of the car ferry service it
ceased to be discussed as a practical issue. Now
it has been resurrected, not by visionaries bnt
by such a hard-headed organization as the
Transportation Commission of the Maritime
Board of Trade in the brief presented vester-
day to the Rowell Commission, sitting at Tred-
ericton, N.B.

Dealing with transportation dif ficulties, pe-
culiar to Prince Edward Tsland, the brief stresses
the fact that the Island is considerably handi-
eapped by reason of the increasing development
of motor truck distribution and travel on the
mainland.  Some improvement has heen ef-
fected during the last ten years but the traffic
delays during the winter months are common.
In the summer months motor-tourists have ex-
perienced considerable delays due to insufficient
accommodations on the present ferry service.
Motor truck and passenger services are also
impeded by the present cost.  We quote further:

“The question arises, would the present faci-
lities even increased or improved upon, tend to
eliminate the transportation difficulties of Prince
Edward Island as a Province of Canada? Im-
proved transportation on the mainland without
a concurrent improvement between the Island
afnd the mainland will result in increased handi-
caps to the Island Province. The resultant ef-
fects will tend to be trade retrogression. It is
suggested therefore that the practicability of
tunnel eommunication between the Island and
the mainland be taken into consideration.”

This is an angle which we urnderstand the
Commissioners were interested in on their visit
here, though no reference was made to it in the
briefs submitted at the Charlottetown sittings.
It is well that the Maritime Transportation Com-
mission has taken it up, so that its possibilities,
ffom the modern engineering standpoint, may
be explored.

Mr. King And Mr. Howe

H. H. Morden, Press Gallery representative
of The Montreal Star at Ottawa notes that “for
the sccond time this session tongues are wagging
over the relations between Premier Mackenzie
King and Hon, C. D. Howe, Minister of Trans-
port.  For the second time a definite ‘incident’
has occurred.”

These two friendship-breaking incidents are
recounted in order by Mr. Morden. “Earlier
this session,” he writes, “Mr. Howe made a

_nstatement  respecting the proposed lay-off of

men from the C.N.R. shops throughout Can-
ada.” In that speech he said some embarrassing
things,—embarrassing, that is, to the Govern-
‘ment, He made the statement, for instance, that
the Government was ‘not concerned’ with em-
ployment on the C.N.R. Then he went on to
say some pretty strong things about a campaign
which he claimed was going on in favour of uni-
fication. Apparently realizing the impression
this speech would leave on the public mind, Mr.
King got up the next day and ‘interpreted’ the
speech of his Minister. At great length and with
great pains he expldined just what it was Mr.
Howe had meant to say, and there was no doubt
that much of his explanation sounded as if he

were actually contradicting Mr. Howe.”
This_scarcely veiled clash between the Pre-
mier and one of his “key” Ministers produced
something of a sensation in Parliamentary cir-
cles., “The incident in fact,” writes Mr, Morden,
“was looked on so seriously that -there were
many conjectures as to whéther Howe could
remain in the Govern Amplied re-

The second “incident” shows’ the two main
actors in reversed roles. ‘“Now,” writes the
Star’s correspondent, “it is Mr. Howe who has
done the interpreting. There were none who
read Mr. King's stern warning about provocative
radio speeches touching the international situa-
tion, who did not find in it support for the be-
lief that he was serving notice on the Canadian
Broadcasting Corporation that such broadcasts
must cease. He followed T. L. Church, Con-
servative members for Toronto-Broadview, who
had vigorously attacked such utterances, and
said that he was in sympathy with much that
Mr. Church had said.”

According to the Star's story, Mr, Howe re-
fused to take this lying down, and there was “a
buzz of incredulity when the Minister of Trans-
port declared in the House on the following
day that “evidently” Mr. King had been speak-
ing his own opinion. “The House had heard”
continues the Star’s narrative, “what was mani-
festly a significant utterance from the head of
the Government, and now it was hearing a Min-
ister of that Government say that the utterance

inion of a private member.”

The whole situation was surely anomalous.
The -Star’s reporter cannot see “just how the
Prime Minister could voice a private opinion on
the floor of the House”, but that is beside the
point and, as a matter of fact, Premiers may
and frequently do give their personal as distin-
cuished from their official points of view to
Parliament. Such a distinction cannot exist,
however, when a matter of obvious public policy
is being discussed. Moreover, “incidents” sim-
ilar to those cited above have at different times
suggested sharp dif ferences of opinion on public
questions,  But they only occur when Cabinet
solidarity is lacking, as it manifestly is just
now at Ottawa. .

This is a new one for our magistrates and
lawyers. According to Judge Roy of Quebec,
every intoxicated person is under the influence
of liquor, but it does not follow that every per-
son under the influence of liquor is intoxicated.
For that reason he dismissed a case where a
man was charged with having driven an auto-
mobile under the influence of drink, Crown
counsel contended “under” the influence of al-
coholic liquor,” and “intoxicated,” meant the
same thing. Judge Roy held it was “a question
of degree. Driving while intoxicated and driv-
ing under the influence of liquor are two dif-
ferent things,” he declared in his judgment, free-
ing accused.

In view of criticism the Federal Government
is prepared to withdraw application of the Far-
mers’ Creditors’ Arrangement Act in any prov-
ince in which it is shown it is doing the farmers
more harm than good, Finance Minister Dun-
ning told the House of Commons the other
night. He made his announcement while the
House was considering in committee stage a
Government bill making several technical amend-
ments to the Act.  One of them would em-
power the Government to withdraw its applica-
tion from any province. The Finance Minister
said it seemed impossible to deal with the situa-
tion except by a clause empowering him to with-
draw the Act province by province. No matter
what he did, he was sure to be criticized, but the
House could be assured he would do his duty
to the best of his‘abiity;

Montreal is regretting it is now no longer the
industrial capital, having been superseded by
Toronto. This it basis on the report of Mr.
Thomas H. Bartley, general manager of the
Toronto Industrial Commission which states
that with the greatest buying power in Canada
now located within a radius of one hundred
miles of Toronto, that city has surpassed Mon-
treal as the Dominion’s greatest drawing card
for new industries. This commission commen-
ced its operations in 1929 and for a considerable
time was under the direction of Mr. C. L. Bur-
ton. According to Mr. Bartley, no fewer than
170 industries have located in Toronto since the
commission was established, and these indus-
tries represent a capital investment of $8,000,000.
Their annual expenditure on materials, drawn
for the most part from the Toronto district, is
estimated roughtly at $1,000,000. They em-
ploy 4,700 people directly and another §,000 in-
directly, Their combined output last year had
a value of $1,346,214 and they paid the city
some $36,000 in taxes and paid the Hydro $66,-
000 for electric services. Since going to Tor-
onto they have profited on their investments to
the extent of $1,454,000 and 70 per cent. of them
have increased their business. The total floor
space occupied in these industries equals 2,000,
000 square feet, or the equivalent of an area four

miles long and 100 feet wide.
