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in the House for today's proceed-
ings but let it be known that he
will make a statement of his posit=
ion when the bill comes up for sec=
ond reading.

The letters exchanged between
the Prime Minister and his veteran
lieutenant were courteous and
friendly, Each expressed appreci=
ation of the other’s friendship. Mr.
Cardin’s letter of resignation was
dated Saturday, May 9. Mr. King
replied today, asking Mr Cardin to
reconsider. Mr. Cardin wrote again
today declining to reconsider and
Mr, King replied that he had, with
regret, advised acceptance of the
resignation to the governor-gener-
al. It was accepted.

The national resources mobiliza-
tion act was passed in June 1940,
and gave the government power to
put the human and material re-
sources of Canada to any use
considered necessary or expedient
for the duration of the war, except
that the powers conferred were not
to be used to require persons to
serve in the armed forces outside
Canadian territorial waters, o2

In his statement today Mr. King
said this restriction was inseried
pursuant to pledges and premises
given not to apply compuision to
overseas,

Mr, x.ng said the people at the
recent pleoiscite voted to express
their readiness to have the sole re-
maining restriction on the govern-
ment's Ireedom of action removéd.

“The total number of votes
cast on the plebiscite is an im-
pressive demonstration of the
importance which the eleciors of
Canada attach to giving to tue
government a free nanu at time
of war,” Mr, King told tihe
House,

“The vote was taken in demo-
cratic fashion, It will be recognized
throughout the ccuntry that in a
democracy, the will of the majority
should prevail.”

There was no debate on the first
reading of the bill but Conservative
House leader Hanson insisted that
the text be read whereas usually
bills are not actually read in the
#ouse, merely taken as read. At the
request of two members—J. F, Poul-
iot (Lib. Temiscouata) and Liguori
Lacombe (Con. Laval-Two Mount-
a.ns) the motion was passed ‘“en
division.”

In his brief statement Mr. King
made no reference to the govern=-
ment’s intention to use the powers
the bill will confer, 1t was as-
sumed the government would pro-
ceed, when it wished, to order as
many men as it wished who have
been called up for compulsory ser=-
vice to go overseas and unat this
action might be taken pcT with re-
spect to those already in the service
and those to be called up in future.

The Prime Minister said “the ex-
terit of the use of such power as
is conferred upon the government
by its (the bill’s) provisions is and
has from the outset been a matter
of government policy, to be decided
in the light of all relevant circum=
stances.

“This will remain true of the un-

ed powers which the amend-
ment, if enacted, would afford.”

Was Tower of Strength

Tn the loss of Mr. Cardin, Mr.
King is confronted with the first
resignation from his cabinet over a
disagreement on policy in years
and the departure of a man who has
been a tower of strength to the Lib-
eral party in all recent general el-
ections.

Mr, Cardin is the only member of
the House who has held a seat con-
tinuously since 17i1 when he was
{irst elected. Mr. King himself is the
only member elected earlier than
that. He entered Parliament in 1908
but was not a member from 16:
to 1919,

A powerful speaker in both
French and English, Mr. Cardin
was regarded as a highly efficient
administrator in the different de=
partments he has headed since his
first appointment to the cabinet in

24. He served-as minister of ma-
rine and fisheries from then until
1930, except for the short period
In 1926 when the Liberal party was
ouf cf office,

When Mr. King returned to office
In 1935 after a five-year period in
opposition Mr. Cardin was made
minister of public works, a portfolio
he has held since. The department
of transport was added to his re=-
sronsibilities after the outbreak of

war.
More than a year ago Mr. Cardin

He said nothing has been said or

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ary, just a few days after the vote, *

the introduction of a measure con-
taining the principle of compulsory
service for overseas” He re, arded
introduction of the amending li)lll as
not in accordance with the attitude
taken and views expressed in sol-
iciting an affirmative vote on the
plebiscite,

In reply Mr. King said there was
no new policy. Clause 3 was the one
remaining restriction on the gov
ernment's freedom of decision in all
phases of the war effort It was in-
cluded in the act because of a com=
mitment from which the govern-
ment had been released by the
plebiscite,

Mr. King said the false impression
that Canada’s war effort could not
be “all-out” because of the restrict-
fon and the fact that “already it is
desirable to extend the scope of
service under the national resources
mobilization act to other parts of
this continent and adjacent islands”
indicated where the " war situation
made necessary - the change pro-
posed.

(Before the plebiscite was held
Mr. King was asked in Parliament
what action would be taken if it
were necessarv to send Canadian
troops including compulsorv service
troops into the United States or Al-
aska to assist in repelling an at-
tack. He said he would not hes'-
tate to take such action by order-in-
cmtn)lcu under the war measures
act.

Warns Gas
Situation
Is Worse

OTTAWA, May 11 —(CP) ——Wlt}l
the blunt warning that Canada’s
gasoline inventory “is steadily be-
coming worse,” Munitions Minister
Howe tonight heralded new trans-
portation regulations he predicted
will mean re-routing and re-sched-
uling of many bus services and a-
bolition of duplicating runs.

The new orders provide that
“no bus may be operated
route not approved by {ie control-
ler.” They make it mandatory for
“every operator to justify, as essen-
tial to a nation at war, any route
which he now operates or intends
to oper?t.e,"

‘Transit Controller George S. Gray,
who issued the new orders, sald
the “first move” in the campaign
has already been taken. A

“We have asked every municipal-
ity in Canada to report to what
extent its public transportation ser-
vices can be curtailed,” he said.
“Many have already acted to re-
duce mileage.”

Under the new economy cam-
paign, designed to conserve rubber,
gasoline, steel and other important
war materials, all weekend excur-
sions and other luxury trips will be
eliminated.
